King to US VP: US should play leading role in pushing for political horizon, two-state
solution for Palestinian issue

His Majesty King Abdullah stressed the need for the United States to play a leading role in
pushing for a political horizon for the Palestinian issue to reach peace on the basis of the two-
state solution, during a meeting with US Vice President Kamala Harris on Saturday.
At the meeting, held on the sidelines of the United Nations Climate Change Conference COP28
in Dubai, King Abdullah called for an immediate ceasefire in Gaza and protecting civilians,
warning of the repercussions of the continued war on international peace and security, including
further violence and conflict that could plunge the entire region into a catastrophe.
The two sides reaffirmed their rejection of any attempts of forced displacement of the
Palestinians internally or outside Gaza, or attempts to re-occupy any parts of the Strip.
His Majesty stressed the importance of maintaining the uninterrupted delivery of sufficient aid,
including food, water, fuel, and electricity, without any impediments, warning against the
targeting of  hospitals and hindering the delivery of medical supplies.
The King also warned against any attempt to separate the West Bank and Gaza, which must
jointly form the Palestinian state.
In addition, His Majesty noted the dangerous Israeli escalation in the West Bank and extremist
settler violence against the Palestinians, which may expand the conflict and create chaos in the
West Bank.
Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ayman Safadi and Director of the Office of His
Majesty Jafar Hassan attended the meeting.

The King of Jordan reiterates his refusal to displace the Palestinians and separate the West
Bank from Gaza

Jordanian King Abdullah II renewed, on Saturday, his country's rejection of attempts to displace
Palestinians from the Gaza Strip and separate the Strip from the West Bank.
King Abdullah stressed the need to stop settler "attacks" in the West Bank.
This came during his meeting with Japanese Prime Minister Fumio Kishida, on the sidelines of
the United Nations Climate Change Conference, according to a statement from the Royal Court,
a copy of which Anatolia received.
The Jordanian statement stated that the two sides stressed "the necessity of working to reach a
permanent ceasefire, increasing and sustaining humanitarian aid to the Strip, and delivering it
intensively and quickly."
The two sides considered that "the two-state solution is the only way to achieve peace between
the Palestinians and the Israelis."
King Abdullah stated that "the two-state solution is the basis of peace in the region and part of its
regional security, and the continuation of this war and its dire repercussions cannot be accepted."”
He stressed the need to "protect civilians and adhere to international laws in this regard."
During his meeting Thursday with Western officials on the sidelines of the United Nations
Climate Change Conference, the Jordanian king warned of the "catastrophic consequences"” of
the resumption of the Israeli bombing of the Gaza Strip.
On Friday morning, a temporary truce between the Palestinian resistance factions and Israel
ended, concluded with Qatari-Egyptian mediation and lasted for 7 days, during which prisoners
were exchanged and humanitarian aid was brought into the Strip, which is inhabited by about 2.3
million Palestinians.
On October 7, Israel launched a devastating war on the Gaza Strip, leaving massive
infrastructure destruction and tens of thousands of civilian casualties, most of them children and
women, in addition to an unprecedented humanitarian catastrophe, according to official
Palestinian and UN sources.

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FM: Jordan and Egypt play 'pivotal' role in stopping war on Gaza

Minister of Foreign Affairs and Expatriates, Ayman Safadi, lauded Egyptian-Jordanian relations
and the level of joint coordination and consultation in all fields and crises, adding that Cairo and
Amman share "identical historical" positions and visions on many Arab and international issues.
In an interview with director of the Middle East News Agency (MENA) office in Amman,
Khaled Issawi, Safadi noted Jordan-Egypt consultation, coordination and communication is an
"ongoing" policy between the two brotherly countries.
With the outbreak of war in Gaza Strip last month, Safadi said coordination and communication
was intense and began from the first moments of the Gaza events.
Egypt and Jordan, since the Israeli war on the Gaza Strip, have been making, and are still
making, "unrelenting" efforts to stop attacks against civilians in Gaza, he pointed out.
Safadi also affirmed Cairo and Amman are playing a "pivotal" role to halt war and return to the
negotiating table to establish an independent and sovereign Palestinian state along the 1967 June
4 lines with East Jerusalem as its capital.
Safadi noted :"We have spared no effort since the first day of the war to stop it and reduce
burden on our brethren in Gaza. We have communicated with all parties, international partners,
brothers and friends to halt war and prevent its expansion in the region, but Israel is stubborn and
wants to destroy Gaza and has not listened to the voice of reason and wisdom."
From the first moments of war, Safadi said His Majesty King Abdullah II and President Abdel
Fattah El-Sisi warned against escalation and worked with international partners to stop the
bloodshed and condemn crimes against civilians.
Additionally, the FM noted the two leaders are permanent and essential sponsors of peace,
security and stability in the region, especially with regard to the Palestinian cause as the central
issue for Cairo, Amman, and Arab and Islamic nations.
Safadi stressed Jordan's absolute rejection of the displacement of Palestinians and the attempt to
solve the Palestinian cause at the expense of Jordan or Egypt.
The minister said His Majesty and President Sisi stressed this stance in their various meetings,
and in various international conferences and forums.

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Aqsa Mosque almost empty of worshipers as Israeli police restrict entry

Israeli police on Friday imposed tough entry restrictions on the Agsa Mosque in Occupied
Jerusalem, leaving it almost empty.
A large number of Israeli police units were deployed in Jerusalem’s Old City and erected barriers
in its alleyways.
The Islamic Waqf Department said in a statement that Israeli police only allowed 3,500
worshipers to enter the Mosque to perform the Friday prayer. Only the elderly were allowed in.
Eyewitnesses confirmed that the Old City area resembles a "military barracks,” where Israeli
police refuse entry to those who do not live there.
Hundreds of Palestinians were forced to perform prayers in the streets near the Old City,
including Salah al-Din Street, al-Musrara, and the Wadi al-Joz neighborhood.
Israeli forces brutally assaulted worshipers in the Wadi al-Joz neighborhood after being
prevented from reaching the Aqsa Mosque.
At least one young man was detained near the Bab al-Sahira area.

Family homes of Jerusalem attackers in Sur Baher sealed shut in preparation

The Israeli occupation forces early this morning sealed shut the family homes of the siblings
Murad and Ibrahim Nimr, who were killed yesterday after a shooting attack in Jerusalem, in Sur
Baher neighborhood, south of occupied Jerusalem.
Local sources said the occupation forces stormed the neighborhood and cordoned off the two
houses before welding up their doors and windows to prevent entry to them until the decision to
demolish them is implemented.
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu instructed the occupation forces to begin the
demolition procedures for the two homes, seen as a collective punishment that affects their entire
families.

Weekly protests erupt across West Bank, O. J’lem

In Occupied Jerusalem, clashes erupted in the Wadi al-Joz neighborhood when Israeli police
prevented Palestinian worshipers from performing the Friday prayer at the Aqsa Mosque.
Israeli police only allowed 3,500 worshipers to enter the Mosque. Only the elderly were allowed
in.
The Israeli forces assaulted a woman inside the holy site and detained a child near Al-Asbat
Gate. Another young man was detained at Al-Sahira Gate.
In Nablus, the IOF continued to impose a total siege on Aqraba town since late Thursday
following the Jerusalem shooting operation.
