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Jordan Welcomes UNESCO’s Unanimous Adoption of Resolutions on Jerusalem

The Ministry of Foreign and Expatriates Affairs welcomed the unanimous adoption by
the UNESCO Executive Board of a resolution concerning the Old City of Jerusalem and
its Walls, under the agenda item titled "Occupied Palestine", during the Board’s 222nd
session held on Friday in Paris.

He further noted that the resolution reaffirms the content of previous decisions adopted
by both the UNESCO Executive Board and the World Heritage Committee concerning
Jerusalem.

Jordan Welcomes Gaza Ceasefire Agreement, Implementation Mechanism for First
Phase

Jordan on Thursday welcomed the agreement reached to implement the first phase of a
ceasefire in Gaza, paving the way for an end to the war, the execution of a prisoner
exchange deal, the withdrawal of Israeli forces from the Strip, and the entry of
humanitarian aid.
Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign and Expatriates Affairs Ayman Safadi
praised the significant diplomatic efforts led by Egypt, Qatar, and the United States to
reach the deal, and also expressed appreciation to Tiirkiye for its role. He emphasized the
importance of full commitment to the terms of the agreement, bringing the war to an end,
and addressing the catastrophic consequences of the aggression.
Safadi also commended U.S. President Donald Trump’s decisive role in brokering the
deal and his initiative to end the war, begin Gaza’s reconstruction, prevent the
displacement of the Palestinian people, and revive prospects for comprehensive peace.
He welcomed Trump’s clear position against any annexation of the West Bank.
The minister further stressed the urgent need for concerted efforts to ensure the
immediate and sufficient delivery of humanitarian aid to end the famine facing Gaza.
Safadi affirmed Jordan’s continued humanitarian leadership in facilitating aid delivery to
Gaza, in coordination with Arab partners, the international community, and UN agencies.
He reiterated the Kingdom’s readiness to resume aid entry as soon as Israel lifts
restrictions, ensuring the safe delivery of assistance in accordance with international and
humanitarian law.
He also emphasized that Jordan will continue working with regional and international
partners to achieve a just and comprehensive peace, which must include ending the
occupation and establishing an independent, sovereign Palestinian state on the June 4,
1967 lines with East Jerusalem as its capital, in accordance with international legitimacy
and the Arab Peace Initiative.

United Nations Secretary-General Antoénio Guterres renewed his welcome of the
announcement of the ceasefire agreement in Gaza, based on the plan put forward by US
President Donald Trump.

Speaking at a press conference on Thursday, Guterres said the world had long awaited
this moment, urging all parties to seize the opportunity in a genuine and constructive
manner.

He called on all sides to fully comply with the terms of the agreement and to take
advantage of the opportunities it presents, affirming that the United Nations stands ready
to offer its full support and, along with its partners, is prepared to act immediately.

“We have the expertise, distribution networks, and community relationships in place to
act. Supplies are in place, our teams are on standby, and we can immediately scale up
food, water, health, and shelter assistance,” Guterres said.

He emphasized that turning the ceasefire into meaningful progress requires more than
silencing the guns. He stressed the need for full, safe, and sustained access for
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humanitarian workers, the removal of barriers and restrictions, and the reconstruction of
destroyed infrastructure.
The Secretary-General also underscored the importance of ensuring that UN member
states provide sufficient funding for humanitarian operations to meet the vast needs on
the ground.
He urged all parties to use this momentum to establish a credible political path forward
aimed at ending the occupation, recognizing the Palestinian people’s right to self-
determination, and achieving the two-state solution.

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Hundreds of settlers defile Aqsa Mosque in O. Jerusalem

Scores of extremist settlers desecrated the Agsa Mosque compound in Occupied
Jerusalem under tight police protection on Thursday morning.

Local sources said that 1,140 extremist Jewish settlers stormed the Aqsa Mosque on the
morning of the third day of the Sukkot holiday.

According to Jerusalemite media sources, dozens of settlers performed dances and songs
at the Agsa Mosque’s gates and in the eastern area of the holy site.

The Israeli occupation police also continued today to take extensive security measures
around the sacred Islamic site and in the Old City of Jerusalem, with large numbers of
forces protecting settlers’ violations.

Israeli officers escorted settlers as they moved through the Mosque’s courtyards, creating
a tense atmosphere in the historically sensitive site of Occupied Jerusalem.
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Meanwhile, Muslim worshipers were denied entry to their Islamic holy site during the
settler tours, while many others were unable to enter the holy city or move in its streets.

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Soldiers Abduct Child, Three Young Men, In Jerusalem

On Saturday evening, Israeli soldiers abducted three young Palestinian men and a child in
occupied Jerusalem, in the West Bank.

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Israeli forces blow up home of slain Palestinian in Qatanna town northwest of
occupied Jerusalem

Israeli occupation forces blew up at dawn on Friday the home of slain Palestinian Mohammad
Taha in the town of Qatanna, northwest of occupied Jerusalem.
WAFA correspondent said that a large Israeli military force stormed the town around midnight,
surrounded Taha’s home, prevented residents and journalists from approaching, and evacuated
nearby residential buildings in preparation for blowing it up. The home is an apartment in a
residential building.
Shortly after midnight, Israeli forces began carrying out digging and bulldozing works on the
walls of the home in preparation for its punitive demolition.
Eyewitnesses said that Israeli occupation soldiers fired tear gas and rubber-coated metal bullets
during the raid, causing several residents to suffer from suffocation.
Taha and Muthanna Amro were both killed by Israeli forces’ gunfire in occupied Jerusalem,
following an alleged shooting attack on September 9.
Israel resorts to punitively demolish the family homes of any Palestinians — as a means of
deterrence - accused of being involved in attacks against Israelis, a policy that Israel does not use
against Israeli colonists who were involved in fatal attacks against Palestinians.
Al-Haq human rights group slammed the punitive home demolition of Palestinians suspected of
being involved in attacks against Israelis, as a collective punishment and that in accordance with
humanitarian law and human rights law, it is assessed as a war crime and a crime against
humanity.

Israeli forces and intelligence services raided the headquarters of the Union of Charitable
Societies in Wadi al-Joz, occupied Jerusalem on Tuesday, detained the union's current and former
heads, and prevented a planned social event.

The raid was carried out under an order from the so-called Minister of National Security in the
occupation government, Itamar Ben-Gvir, prohibiting meetings of clubs and associations working
in the fields of culture and sports in Jerusalem, on the grounds that the activity is affiliated with
the Palestinian National Authority.
These measures are part of Israel's policy aimed at restricting the work of Jerusalemite
institutions and preventing any activities of a national or social nature within the occupied city.
