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Prince Hassan: Hashemite endowment for Jerusalem renews historic
pledge to protect people, identity

His Royal Highness Prince El Hassan bin Talal spearheads a comprehensive national
effort to establish the Hashemite Endowment for Jerusalem as part of the vision of His
Majesty King Abdullah II and the historic Hashemite custodianship of holy sites in
Jerusalem,

This endowment represents an institutional framework that reflects the enduring
Hashemite role in safeguarding holy sites and preserving the city's unified Arab identity.
In this context, Prince El Prince Hassan met on Wednesday with a delegation of
Jerusalemites as part of a series of consultative meetings aimed at formally launching the
"Hashemite Endowment for Jerusalem."

The official establishment of the endowment is expected before Eid al-Adha, embodying
the continuation of the historic Hashemite role in caring for Islamic and Christian holy
sites in Jerusalem.
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At the outset of the meeting, Prince El Hassan said that Jerusalem is not merely a
headline in a news bulletin, nor a transient issue for negotiation, but a "living conscience
and a daily test of our shared humanity."

He wunderscored that registering the Hashemite endowment is not simply an
administrative step but a profound act of responsibility and a renewal of a deeply rooted
historical covenant, grounded in Hashemite custodianship and its internationally
recognised religious, historical and legal legitimacy.

His addressed the worsening humanitarian situation, noting that more than 71,000 people
were killed in the Gaza Strip, with over 171,000 others wounded many sustaining
permanent disabilities alongside tens of thousands of children facing the loss of their
childhoods or their lives.

He added that the figures "are not mere statistics but reflect a human crisis in which lives
are being reshaped under unprecedented pressure."

Prince El Hassan discussed escalating developments in occupied Jerusalem that
undermine the long-standing historical and legal status quo, including repeated incursions
into the Al Agsa Mosque and increasing restrictions on access to Islamic and Christian
holy sites, including the Church of the Holy Sepulchre during religious holidays.

He warned that such measures aim to gradually impose a new reality on the ground.
He discussed the risks posed by moves toward stricter punitive legislation, including
proposed laws concerning the execution of Palestinian prisoners, noting that such
measures contravene the principles of international humanitarian law.

He said that "Jerusalem is not merely a political issue but one of humanity, dignity and
identity," adding that preserving the status quo at Al Agsa Mosque is essential for
regional stability.

Protecting holy sites, he added, is intrinsically linked to safeguarding the city's religious
and cultural pluralism.

The meeting featured interventions from members of the Jerusalemite delegation, who
outlined the challenges facing residents of the city, including issues related to the
Custodian of Absentee Property, repeated attacks and measures that infringe upon the
rights of both Muslims and Christians.

Holding the meeting in Jordan reflects Prince El Hassan's belief in engaging
Jerusalemites in shaping the Hashemite Endowment, considering them genuine partners
in its development and an integral part of its vision and objectives.

The Prince's approach ensures that the endowment's direction is informed by their lived
realities and pressing needs.

Minister of Awqaf and Islamic Affairs and Holy Places Muhammad Khalayleh said that
Jordan continues to exert efforts at various levels to support Jerusalem.

He noted that the Hashemite Endowment forms part of a broader framework aimed at
strengthening the resilience of Jerusalemites through financial and service-based tools
that support their steadfastness on their land and protect Islamic and Christian holy sites.
Chief Justice Sheikh Abdul-Hafiz Al-Rabta stated that the meeting reflects a convergence
of responsibility and mission, describing the Hashemite Endowment as a qualitative step
toward transforming the endowment into a sustainable strategic instrument that reinforces
foundational principles and safeguards identity.

In turn, Bishop Iyad Twal discussed the global dimension of the initiative, calling for
developing mechanisms that ensure Jerusalem's voice reaches the international
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community and to strengthen the connection between the sanctity of the place and its
people.
The meeting is part of the ongoing national effort led by Prince El Hassan under royal
patronage and supervision to establish the Hashemite Endowment for Jerusalem.
The initiative represents an institutional framework that combines financial and service
support with legal and administrative mechanisms, aiming to safeguard the historical
rights of Jerusalemites, preserve the city's Arab identity and reinforce its status as a
shared heritage of humanity.

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Jordan welcomes UNESCO resolution on Jerusalem, Walls of
Jerusalem

The Ministry of Foreign and Expatriates Affairs welcomed the unanimous adoption by the
Executive Board of the UN Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation (UNESCO) of a
resolution on the Old City of Jerusalem and its walls under the agenda item "Occupied Palestine."
Ministry spokesperson Fouad Majali stated that the resolution, taken during its 224th session held
in Paris on Wednesday, affirms that all legislative, administrative and other measures taken by
Israel, as the occupying power, aimed at altering the character and legal status of occupied
Jerusalem are null and void and must be rescinded.
Majali added that the resolution reiterates its call on Israel to cease all illegal actions in the Old
City of Jerusalem and its walls, noting that such measures undermine the city's exceptional
cultural and historical value and place its heritage at risk.
He added that the decision reaffirms Jordan's firm position regarding the Old City of Jerusalem
and its walls, including Islamic and Christian holy sites.
He said that it reinforces the content of previous resolutions issued by the UNESCO Executive
Board and the World Heritage Committee concerning Jerusalem.

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FM, German counterpart discuss regional de-escalation, bilateral ties in
Berlin

Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign and Expatriate Affairs Ayman Safadi met
German Foreign Minister Johann David Wadephul in Berlin on Wednesday for talks on
strengthening bilateral ties and addressing regional developments.

The two ministers reviewed the situation in the region and prospects for restoring sustainable de-
escalation following a ceasefire agreement between the United States and Iran, as well as U.S.-
Iran negotiations hosted in Islamabad.

Safadi reiterated the need for a comprehensive solution to end the dangerous escalation in the
region and address the root causes of tensions over recent years, while ensuring respect for
international law, state sovereignty, and freedom of navigation in the Strait of Hormuz in
accordance with the 1982 United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea.

The ministers also discussed the serious deterioration in Lebanon and efforts to reach a ceasefire,
stressing the importance of direct talks between Lebanon and Israel, hosted by the United States,
to achieve this goal.

They reviewed coordination efforts to deliver immediate and sufficient humanitarian aid to
support the Lebanese government in meeting the needs of more than one million people displaced
from their homes and towns.



Safadi stressed the need for an immediate halt to the offensive in Lebanon and for supporting the
Lebanese government in extending its sovereignty over all its territory, activating state
institutions, and ensuring that arms remain exclusively under state control.
The talks also covered developments in the occupied Palestinian territories, where Safadi
underlined the importance of stabilizing Gaza, fully implementing the plan proposed by U.S.
President Donald Trump, and removing all obstacles to the delivery of adequate and sustainable
humanitarian assistance to the enclave.
He also stressed the need to halt all illegal Israeli measures that undermine efforts toward a two-
state solution and the prospects for a just and comprehensive peace, particularly settlement
expansion, land annexation, restrictions on freedom of worship, and attempts to alter the
historical and legal status of Islamic and Christian holy sites in Jerusalem.
The ministers reviewed developments in Syria and stressed the importance of ensuring the
country’s stability and security, as well as supporting the Syrian government in reconstruction
efforts.
They also discussed ways to sustain international support for Syrian refugees to meet their needs
and ensure dignified living conditions, alongside efforts to create conditions for their voluntary
return.
Safadi and Wadephul reaffirmed the strength of Jordanian-German relations and explored ways to
expand cooperation across key sectors, including water, investment, education and vocational
training, both bilaterally and within the framework of the strategic partnership with the European
Union.
Safadi praised Germany’s continued support for Jordan in development projects and in addressing
the impact of regional crises.
The two sides agreed to maintain coordination and dialogue to further strengthen bilateral
relations and contribute to regional security and stability.
Separately, Safadi met Niels Schmid, Parliamentary State Secretary, Deputy Minister of Defense,
and member of the German Bundestag, to discuss ways to enhance cooperation and review
regional developments.
Safadi is scheduled to meet additional German officials and members of parliament (Bundestag)
on Thursday.

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UNESCO Executive Board Adopts Two Resolutions in Support of
Palestine

The Palestinian Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Expatriates welcomed the unanimous adoption of
two resolutions on Palestine by the Executive Board of the United Nations Educational, Scientific
and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), during its 224" session held in Paris.

In a statement, the Ministry said the renewed international consensus reaffirms the rights of the
Palestinian people and underscores the responsibility of the international community toward the
occupied State of Palestine, particularly in protecting its heritage from Israel’s systematic
campaigns targeting Palestinian history, cultural identity, and historical narrative through
falsification, distortion, and attempts to erase Palestinian presence.

The Ministry stressed that the resolutions reject all Israeli measures aimed at altering the legal
and historical status of occupied Jerusalem, the capital of the State of Palestine, reiterating that
Israel has no sovereignty over any part of the occupied Palestinian territory, especially Jerusalem.

It emphasized the importance of the resolutions in safeguarding Palestinian historical, cultural,
and archaeological sites, including those inscribed on the World Heritage List and the List of
World Heritage in Danger.
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This includes occupied Jerusalem and its Old City walls, the Al-Aqsa Mosque/Al-Haram Al-
Sharif, which continues to face excavations and tunneling that threaten its structural integrity, as
well as the Ibrahimi Mosque in Hebron, Bilal Bin Rabah Mosque in Bethlehem, and other
endangered heritage sites.
The Ministry added that protecting educational and cultural institutions remains a national and
international priority, noting the resolution’s condemnation of Israel’s ongoing closure of Gaza’s
crossings, which obstructs the entry of humanitarian aid at a time when the Gaza Strip urgently
requires reconstruction and development.
The statement also expressed appreciation for the pivotal role of the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan in sponsoring the resolutions, and for the support of all sisterly and friendly states that
backed Palestine’s position at UNESCO.
The Ministry called on the international community and UNESCO to take immediate action to
compel Israel, the occupying power, to halt its violations in Jerusalem and across the occupied
Palestinian territory, and to implement international law and relevant UN resolutions, including
UNESCO decisions calling for the dispatch of a fact-finding mission and for the protection of
Palestinian cultural, historical, and religious heritage.
It warned that the failure to enforce these resolutions encourages Israel to continue its crimes with
impunity.

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Israel Demolishes 13 Palestinian Structures in Jerusalem

Israeli occupation authorities demolished thirteen Palestinian residential and agricultural
structures on Wednesday across several areas of occupied Jerusalem, continuing the
long-standing policy of displacing Palestinians under the pretext of “building without a
permit.”
The Jerusalem Governorate reported that Israeli municipal crews demolished the home of
elderly Jerusalemite Saleh Dweik in the Al-Bustan neighborhood of Silwan. The
110-square-meter home, built in 1998, housed a family of four.
Since 2024, the municipality had imposed a monthly fine of 500 shekels on Dweik,
ordering him to continue paying it until 2030, even after the demolition of his home.
Dweik, who suffers from cancer, previously worked as a guard at the Al-Aqsa Mosque
for twenty years.
In the town of Ar-Ram, north of Jerusalem, Israeli forces demolished a horse stable in the
Al-Agbat neighborhood.
Meanwhile, Israeli bulldozers carried out multiple demolition operations in the Rawabi
area of Al-‘Isawiya, targeting homes and structures belonging to several Palestinian
residents, including:

e Mazen Muheisin — three rooms

e Mohammad Jom’a — one room

e Na’im, Abdul-Nasser, and Ali Muhaysin — three rooms

e Mazen Muheisin — two additional rooms

e Fares Muheisin — one room

o FEid As-Sa’idi — guesthouse

e Mohammad Saleh Mustafa — two rooms

e Ahmad Radi Nasser — two housing units and a water well

e Abu Munir Khweiss — one room
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In addition to the demolitions carried out on Wednesday, Israel also issued a demolition

order targeting a residential building owned by the Qweider family in the Al-Bustan

neighborhood of Silwan.

The building, constructed in 1970, houses eleven Palestinians, including children, elderly

residents, and persons with special needs.

The family has eleven days to self-demolish the building or face excessive fines, fees,

and possible imprisonment, in addition to the full demolition costs if the municipality

carries out the demolition using its crews and equipment.

The Wadi Hilweh Information Center in Silwan (Silwanic) reported that the family has

already begun demolishing the two upper floors, inhabited by Mahmoud and his brother

Abed and their families of five.

Also living in the building is 97-year-old Yosra Qweider, who is bedridden and has no

alternative place to go.

These demolitions come amid severe Israeli restrictions that make obtaining building

permits nearly impossible for Palestinians in occupied Jerusalem.

The policy forces families to choose between living under constant threat of demolition

or paying crippling fines that often continue even after their homes are destroyed.

According to the Observatory’s data, the number of settlers who have stormed Agsa since last
Thursday has exceeded 1,000.
In residential neighborhoods, the Israeli forces demolished walls in the Al-Bustan neighborhood,
leading to the displacement of hundreds of residents, in preparation for demolishing homes and
converting the area into facilities serving settlers...
