Jordan and Egypt: The Need to Adhere to the Gaza Agreement

Amman — Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs and Expatriates
Ayman Safadi yesterday, Tuesday, received Egypt’s Minister of Foreign Affairs,
Migration, and Egyptian Expatriates Dr. Badr Abdelatty.
The two ministers discussed developments in the region, foremost among them the
situation in Gaza, stressing the necessity of adhering to the ceasefire agreement and fully
implementing its provisions in accordance with the plan of U.S. President Donald Trump.
They emphasized the need to allow sufficient, sustainable, and immediate aid into the
Strip without obstacles, to pave the way for the return of the Palestinian National
Authority to assume its responsibilities in the sector, and to preserve the unity of
Palestinian territory between the West Bank and Gaza.
They also underscored the importance of moving toward a clear political horizon that
embodies an independent, sovereign Palestinian state on the lines of June 4, 1967, with
East Jerusalem as its capital, on the basis of the two-state solution in accordance with
international legitimacy resolutions and the Arab Peace Initiative.
Safadi and Abdelatty renewed their welcome of the formation of the Palestinian National
Committee to administer the Gaza Strip, the announcement of the start of the second
phase of the comprehensive peace plan, and the U.S. President’s launch of the Peace
Council.
They stressed the importance of commitment to supporting the implementation of the
Peace Council’s mandate as a transitional body, as stipulated in the comprehensive plan
to end the conflict in Gaza and as adopted by United Nations Security Council Resolution
No. 2803.
The two ministers warned of the dangers of illegal Israeli measures in the occupied West
Bank, which drive toward an explosion of the situation, undermine all de-escalation
efforts, and erode prospects for achieving a just peace based on the two-state solution as
the sole path to security, stability, and lasting peace in the region.

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Settlers Storm Al-Aqsa Mosque

JERUSALEM, 27 January 2026 (WAFA) - Extremist settlers stormed the blessed Al-
Agsa Mosque on Tuesday, 27/1/2026, entering through the Moroccan Gate under heavy
protection from the Israeli occupation police.

Local sources reported that 255 settlers stormed Al-Agsa, conducted provocative tours in
its courtyards, and performed Talmudic rituals in the Bab al-Rahma area on the eastern
side of the Mosque.

Occupation forces imposed strict restrictions on the access of worshippers and
Jerusalemites to the mosque, detaining their IDs at the outer gates.
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The occupation police continue to enforce banishment orders from Al-Agsa Mosque
against Jerusalemites ahead of the holy month of Ramadan. Police also expelled Al-Agsa
guard Hamza Khalaf from the mosque for one week, renewable.
This morning, settlers responded to a public call by one of the extremist “Temple groups”
to study the altered “Torah” near Bab al-Rahma, east of Al-Agsa, under the title: “What
stones are suitable for the altar?”—referring to the so-called alleged Temple altar.
Meanwhile, widespread Jerusalemite calls continue urging residents of Jerusalem and the
occupied interior to mobilize, head to Al-Agqsa Mosque, and participate in steadfast
presence (ribat) in its courtyards, in order to thwart the occupation’s plans.

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Occupation Continues “Capital Shield” Operation Around Jerusalem

for Second Day

JERUSALEM, 28 January 2026 (WAFA) - The Israeli occupation army is continuing its
aggressive operation north of occupied Jerusalem, dubbed “Capital Shield,” for the
second consecutive day, targeting what it claims is “unlicensed construction” under
Israeli regulations and aiming to “increase the sense of security.” The army stated that the
wide-scale incursions into areas north of Jerusalem will continue for several days to
demolish dozens of buildings.

On Tuesday morning, January 27, 2026, the Israeli occupation army issued demolition notices to
10 commercial shops on Airport Road in the town of Kafr Agab, north of occupied Jerusalem, in
preparation for demolishing them within a week.

The Jerusalem Governorate said in a statement received by Sanad News Agency this morning that
Israeli occupation forces deployed additional military reinforcements to the town of Kafr Agab
and the surroundings of Qalandia refugee camp, north of occupied Jerusalem, as part of their
ongoing aggression for the second day in a row.

Jerusalem: School Attendance Suspended in Kafr Aqab
JERUSALEM, - The Parents’ Committee in the town of Kafr Aqab, north of occupied
Jerusalem, announced on Tuesday morning, January 27, 2026, the suspension of in-
person classes in all schools in the town, coinciding with a large-scale Israeli incursion
and the closure of the nearby Airport Road.

On the morning of January 27, 2026, several Israeli military vehicles raided Kafr Aqab
and began closing multiple roads within the town, alongside heightened military
measures and restrictions.
The Parents’ Committee stated that the suspension of classes was due to “the tense
security situation in Kafr Aqab, the continued presence and patrols of the occupation
army in the streets since yesterday until now, and to ensure the safety of our students and
teaching staff, avoiding exposing them to any real danger on the roads.”
The committee urged Kafr Agab residents to adhere to the decision, not send students to
school, and follow any instructions regarding make-up classes or remote learning (if
possible) issued later by school administrations.
