An extraordinary session of the Arab League Council at the level of permanent
representatives began on Thursday in Cairo, chaired by Bahrain, which currently holds
the presidency of the council’s 165th session.

The meeting was convened at the request of the State of Palestine and with the support of
member states to discuss Israeli actions in occupied Jerusalem, including the closure of
Islamic and Christian holy sites and the Israeli parliament’s approval of a law allowing
the execution of Palestinian prisoners.

The Palestinian delegation was headed by its representative to the Arab League,
Ambassador Muhannad Al-Aklouk, and attended by several diplomatic advisers. Also
present was Assistant Secretary-General for Palestine and the Occupied Arab Territories
Ambassador Faed Mustafa.

Mustafa said the developments in Jerusalem should not be viewed as isolated measures
but as part of a broader assault targeting the city’s identity, character, and historical
status.



He stressed that closing the Al-Agsa Mosque, preventing worshippers from reaching it,
restricting religious practices there, and obstructing access to the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre represent violations of freedom of worship and breaches of the historical and
legal status quo.
He added that the targeting of Islamic and Christian holy sites in Jerusalem constitutes an
attack on the essence and identity of the city itself. Protecting these sites and ensuring
Muslims and Christians can access them freely, he said, is not merely a political demand
but a legal and moral obligation recognized under international law.
Mustafa also warned that Palestinian prisoners are being targeted in their basic human
rights, saying the adoption of the law allowing the execution of prisoners attempts to
transform crimes into legal texts and revenge into official policy.
He emphasized that the dignity, safety, and protection of prisoners from torture and
degrading treatment are guaranteed by international conventions, including the Fourth
Geneva Convention.

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OIC condemns Israeli law on execution of Palestinian prisoners, urges
international action

Secretary-General of the Organization of Islamic Cooperation, Hissein Brahim Taha, has
sent identical letters to several international parties and institutions condemning the
Israeli Knesset’s approval of a law allowing the execution of Palestinian prisoners in
Israeli detention.
The letters were addressed to United Nations Secretary-General Antonio Guterres,
European Union High Representative for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy Kaja
Kallas, President of the International Committee of the Red Cross Mirjana Spoljaric
Egger, and United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights Volker Turk.
Taha described the legislation as a dangerous precedent that legalizes killing and political
execution, and as an extension of systematic Israeli violations in the occupied Palestinian
territory. He said it represents a direct assault on the values of justice and human dignity
and constitutes a grave breach of international law, including international humanitarian
law and international human rights law.
He noted that the approval of the law comes amid worsening conditions for Palestinian
prisoners, citing documented violations including humiliation, physical and psychological
torture, inhumane treatment, sexual violence, starvation, and administrative detention, as
reported by UN Special Rapporteur Francesca Albanese.
The OIC Secretary-General called on all relevant international bodies, institutions, and
member states to assume their responsibilities and take necessary measures to halt and
repeal the law, and to ensure protection for Palestinian prisoners.

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Sheikh Ekrima Sabri warns of Israeli attempt to impose sovereignty over Al-
Aqgsa Mosque

Al-Agsa Mosque preacher Ekrima Sabri warned that Israeli authorities are moving
toward direct control and sovereignty over the Mosque, as its closure continues for the
36th consecutive day on Saturday.
Sabri expressed deep concern over the continued shutdown of Al-Agsa without
justification, noting that hundreds of thousands of Muslims were prevented from praying
at the site during the holy month of Ramadan.
He rejected Israeli security justifications for the closure, stressing that other mosques and
markets across Palestine remain open, and reaffirming that closing Al-Agsa is not
permissible from a religious standpoint.
Sabri also called on Arab and Muslim communities to pressure their governments to
ensure the Mosque is reopened to worshipers.
He emphasized that Jerusalem holds the same significance as Makkah and Medina, and
that Al-Agsa is comparable in importance to the Grand Mosque, stressing that the city is
not the concern of Palestinians alone.

Israeli occupation Keeps Al-Agsa Mosque Closed for 35th Day

Israeli occupation has continued the closure of Al-Agsa Mosque / Al-Haram Al-Sharif for
the 35th consecutive day and for the fifth week in a row, preventing thousands of
worshipers from reaching to the site to perform Friday prayer.
The move marks an unprecedented escalation in occupied Jerusalem not seen since 1967,
reportedly justified by "emergency conditions" and the prevailing security situation.
Israeli forces have imposed strict military measures around Jerusalem’s Old City, sealing
its entrances, setting up checkpoints, and completely blocking access to Al-Agsa Mosque
for Friday prayers. The area has witnessed a heavy deployment of troops, according to
the Palestinian News Agency (WAFA).
Local residents in Jerusalem said Israeli forces prevented people from entering the Old
City or approaching the Al-Agsa, forcing many to pray in nearby streets and
neighborhoods amid ongoing restrictions.
This continued closure comes as part of broader measures imposed by Israeli authorities
on Jerusalem and its holy sites, which Palestinians say aim to enforce a new reality and
consolidate full control over the mosque.
In the same context, official and religious bodies have warned of the dangers of the
ongoing closure, describing it as a serious violation of freedom of worship and a
dangerous escalation that requires urgent international intervention.
Meanwhile, groups linked to the so-called "Temple Mount" movement have continued to
call for incursions into the compound during the Jewish holiday of Passover, urging
permission to carry out ritual sacrifices inside the Al-Agsa compound between April 2
and April 9.

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Palestinian Family Forced To Self-Demolish Home In Silwan

Israeli occupation authorities forced the Palestinian Jalajil family to demolish their own
home in the Al-Bustan neighborhood of Silwan, in occupied Jerusalem, after the family
received a demolition order accompanied by threats of heavy fines and the high costs
imposed when the municipality carries out demolitions itself.
The Jerusalemite resident Mohammad Jalajil began dismantling his home earlier this
week to avoid the financial penalties routinely imposed on Palestinians who refuse to
carry out self-demolition orders.
The Israeli occupation municipality continues to deny Palestinians building permits in the
occupied city, a long-standing policy aimed at displacing Palestinian families in favor of
Jewish Israeli colonizers.
The demolished home measured 60 square meters and was built in 2018. Jalajil lived in
the structure with his wife and three children, who are now displaced.
On Monday, Israeli occupation bulldozers demolished two Palestinian homes and
surrounding walls in the al-Bustan neighborhood.
Residents of Al-Bustan and the broader Silwan area have faced years of escalating
pressure, including demolition orders, arrests, and repeated invasions by Israeli forces.
The neighborhood is one of the most targeted areas in occupied Jerusalem, where Israeli
authorities seek to clear Palestinian homes to expand colonial tourism projects and
settlement infrastructure.
The forced self-demolition of the Jalajil home is part of a wider pattern in which
Palestinian families are compelled to destroy their own properties to avoid exorbitant
municipal fees, machinery costs, and potential imprisonment.
Human rights organizations have repeatedly stated that these policies amount to coercive
displacement and form part of a systematic effort to alter the demographic character of
the occupied city.
Dozens of homes in Al-Bustan remain under threat, leaving families in a constant state of
uncertainty as Israeli authorities continue to issue demolition notices and refuse to
approve Palestinian building permits.
While Israel continues to build and expand its illegal colonies, Palestinian communities
and towns in occupied Jerusalem and various areas in the occupied West Bank continue
to be denied the right to build homes and property under various allegations meant to
prevent the expansion of Palestinian towns and neighborhoods.
All of Israel’s colonies in the occupied West Bank, including those in and around
occupied East Jerusalem, are illegal under International Law, the Fourth Geneva
Convention, in addition to various United Nations and Security Council resolutions. They
also constitute war crimes under International Law.

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Young Man Shot In Beit Anan; Army Invades Several Towns

A Palestinian young man was injured on Thursday evening after Israeli forces invaded
the town of Beit Anan, northwest of occupied Jerusalem, and opened fire at residents.

The Jerusalem Governorate reported that the army stormed the town and fired live
rounds, striking a young man in the hand. Medical sources described his injury as mild.
In a related development, the governorate said Israeli forces also invaded Dahiat
as-Salam and the town of Anata, east of Jerusalem, where soldiers carried out extensive
searches targeting commercial shops and civilian facilities.
Troops issued tax fines to several shop owners in Dahiat as-Salam and stormed the Abu
Khalil fuel station in Anata while firing large quantities of concussion grenades and toxic
gas in the area. No injuries were reported.
Later in the evening, Israeli forces invaded the village of Faqou’a, east of Jenin in the
northern West Bank, where they broke into several homes, searched them, and seized
rooftops, turning some houses into military posts.
Earlier on Thursday, the army also invaded the housing units sheltering displaced
families from the Jenin refugee camp near the Arab American University in the town of
Zababda, conducting searches without reporting any arrests.
These invasions are part of Israel’s ongoing military operations across the occupied West
Bank, where daily incursions, home invasions, and assaults continue to endanger
Palestinian civilians and disrupt daily life.

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International Quds Foundation condemns closure of Holy Sepulcher Church

The International Quds Foundation has condemned the ongoing closure of the Church of
the Holy Sepulcher in Occupied Jerusalem since February 28, 2026, describing the move
as a blatant violation of religious freedom and an attempt to impose a new reality that
threatens the city’s religious diversity.
In a statement, the foundation said Israeli authorities continue to prevent Christians from
performing their religious rites inside the church, particularly during the Easter season,
citing “public safety” amid ongoing military escalation in the region.
It stressed that denying Christians access to their churches, foremost among them the
Church of the Holy Sepulcher, constitutes a serious offense, adding to the restrictive
policies imposed on Agsa Mosque. The foundation said these measures reflect a
systematic approach aimed at marginalizing non-Jewish presence in Occupied Jerusalem.
The statement also noted that limiting prayers and religious ceremonies during Good
Friday and Holy Saturday to clergy only represents an unprecedented and arbitrary
measure, despite attempts to justify it on security grounds.
The foundation emphasized that these actions violate the long-standing “‘status quo”
arrangement in Occupied Jerusalem, which guarantees free access to holy sites and
prohibits interference by occupying authorities. It warned that such measures are part of
broader efforts to assert effective control over both Islamic and Christian holy places.
It further said that these policies are part of a wider attempt to impose a singular religious
identity on the city by diminishing the Muslim and Christian presence and reducing it to a
symbolic existence. The foundation called on Christians in Palestine and around the
world, as well as church institutions and human rights organizations, to reject these
measures and work to safeguard freedom of worship, uphold the Christian presence in
Occupied Jerusalem, and ensure the right to practice religious rituals without restriction.

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Palestinian man injured by Israeli gunfire north of Jerusalem

A Palestinian man was shot and wounded late last night by Israeli forces in the town of
al-Ram, north of occupied Jerusalem.
The Jerusalem Governorate reported that the man, in his 50s, was shot in the face during
confrontations with Israeli forces, with one bullet lodging near his eye.
He was subsequently transferred to an Israeli hospital for treatment. No further details on
his medical condition were immediately available.

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Two Palestinians detained by Israeli forces in Jerusalem

Israeli occupation forces detained two Palestinians on Friday while dispersing
worshippers performing Friday prayers in neighborhoods of occupied Jerusalem.
According to the Jerusalem Governorate, Israeli forces detained Ali Jabarin after
delivering Friday sermon in the Al-Musrara area, and Muneeb Abu Tir after he left
prayers at Saad and Saeed Mosque near Damascus Gate.
The detentions come as Palestinians in Jerusalem have been holding Friday prayers in the
streets and areas surrounding the Old City, following the continued closure of Al-Agsa
Mosque, which has prevented worshippers from accessing the site.

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Israeli colonists perform Talmudic rituals near Old City gate in Jerusalem

Israeli colonists performed Talmudic rituals on Wednesday at the Damascus Gate, one of
the gates of the Old City in occupied Jerusalem.
The Jerusalem Governorate said that dozens of colonists performed Talmudic rituals on
the eve of what is called the "Jewish Passover." Extremist Temple Mount groups had
called for an attempt to offer sacrifices at the closest point to the Al-Agsa Mosque
compound.
Israeli government exploits Jewish holidays to escalate tensions in Jerusalem by
justifying incursions, closing the entrances to the holy city, isolating it from its
surroundings, turning it into a military posts, preventing Palestinians from entering, and
providing full protection for colonists to desecrate the Al-Agsa Mosque.
Israeli authorities have continued the closure of the Al-Aqsa Mosque for the 33rd
consecutive day, citing security pretexts.
