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Jordan condemns storming of Al Aqsa Mosque by Israeli extremist
minister

The Ministry of Foreign and Expatriates Affairs on Monday condemned the storming of
Al Agsa Mosque by Israeli National Security Minister Itamar Ben-Gvir accompanied by
Israeli occupation forces.

The Ministry stated that the incident is a "blatant" violation of international law and
international humanitarian law and a reprehensible escalation and unacceptable
provocation.

It stated that the storming of the Al Agsa Mosque violates the sanctity of the holy mosque
and undermines its historical and legal status quo.

Ministry spokesperson Fouad Majali said the Kingdom condemns

and rejects the minister's actions and said the storming of the Mosque constitutes a clear
breach of Israel's obligations as the occupying power in occupied Jerusalem.

Majali warned that the move reflects attempts to impose a temporal and spatial division
of the Mosque, adding that Israel holds no sovereignty over occupied Jerusalem or its
Islamic and Christian holy sites.
He condemned Israel's continued closure of Al Aqsa Mosque's gates to worshippers and
the restrictions imposed on freedom of worship.
He warned of the consequences of the Israeli actions in occupied Jerusalem as serious
violations of international law, the established historical and legal status quo and Israel's
responsibilities as an occupying power.
He said that the entire 144-dunum area of Al Agsa Mosque is a place of worship
exclusively for Muslims.
He added that the Jerusalem Waqf and Al Agsa Mosque Affairs Department of Jordan's
Ministry of Awqaf, Islamic Affairs and Holy Places remains the sole legal authority
responsible for managing the site and regulating access.

Khater warns of Israeli decision to allow hundreds of settlers to defile
Aqsa Mosque daily

Hassan Khater, head of the Jerusalem International Center, has warned of an Israeli court
decision to allow between 100 and 600 Jewish settlers, including rabbis, to tour the
closed Agsa Mosque’s courtyards daily.
In a statement on Monday, Khater called this Israeli step a serious escalation targeting the
status quo at the Agsa Mosque.
Khater said that the Israeli higher court effectively authorized on Sunday the organization
of settler tours at the Aqsa Mosque.
“The Agsa Mosque has evolved beyond a purely religious matter into one with overt
political implications,” Khater added. “How can settlers be allowed to storm it in such
numbers, while Muslims face entry restrictions?”
He argued that Israel’s closure of the Aqsa Mosque to Muslim worshippers is not, as
claimed by its police, a matter of security or safety, but rather part of broader efforts to
impose Jewish control over the Islamic holy site.
Khater warned that this decision would inflame tensions in the holy city, calling for
decisive Arab and Islamic action to stop the escalating Israeli violations against the Aqsa
Mosque and safeguard its religious and historical identity.
In a related incident, Israeli security minister Itamar Ben Gvir and several police officers
defiled the Agsa Mosque’s courtyards and the al-Maghariba Gate area on Monday.

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Qatar condemns Israeli national security minister's storming of Al Aqsa
Mosque

The State of Qatar condemned the storming of Al Agsa Mosque by the Israeli National
Security Minister under the protection of the occupation police, considering it a flagrant
violation of international humanitarian law and a provocation of the feelings of Muslims
worldwide.

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Colonists assault elderly Palestinian man in Mukhmas northeast of
occupied Jerusalem

Colonists, on Monday evening, physically assaulted and injured a 70-year-old Palestinian
man in the village of Mukhmas, northeast of occupied Jerusalem.
The Jerusalem Governorate reported that colonists attacked the village and assaulted an
elderly man, who was provided with first aid by Palestine Red Crescent teams and then
transferred to the hospital.
Mukhmas, along with nearby Bedouin communities, is repeatedly subjected to attacks by
colonists under the protection of Israeli occupation forces. These attacks include
assaulting residents, destroying and burning homes, animal pens, and vehicles,
vandalizing solar panels and surveillance cameras, and confiscating property.

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Awqaf Ministry condemns storming of Al-Aqsa mosque by Israeli
extremist minister Ben-Gvir amid its continued closure

The Ministry of Awqaf and Religious Affairs condemned the storming of Al-Agsa
Mosque by Israeli extremist national security minister Itamar Ben-Gvir on Monday
evening, amid its continued closure for the 38th consecutive day under the pretext of a
state of emergency since the start of the US-Israel war on Iran, in a step that poses a
serious threat to the religious and spiritual sanctity of Al-Agsa Mosque in the absence of
Muslim worshippers.

In a press statement, the Ministry expressed deep concern over the motives behind this
storming, particularly at this sensitive time, emphasizing that the actions of the far-right
Israeli government, carried out through such incursions by its ministers, constitute a
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flagrant assault on a site of worship that belongs exclusively to Muslims, to which no one
else has any right of entry without their consent.
The Ministry further noted that these incursions are often accompanied by the
performance of religious rituals inside the mosque, describing such acts as a grave crime
and a direct assault on Islamic holy sites and places of worship, violations that have been
escalating under the current far-right Israeli government.
The Ministry called on Islamic and Arab institutions to uphold their responsibilities in
safeguarding the first Qibla and Islam’s third holiest site, urging them to raise the issue of
its closure to the level of international public opinion in order to end the lockdown, lift
the ongoing siege, and allow worshippers and those observing i’tikaf to access and
perform prayers at the mosque.
It also urged international bodies to take immediate and decisive action to protect Al-
Agsa Mosque, which is facing a vicious Israeli attack. The Ministry further called on the
Palestinian people to remain steadfast and maintain a constant presence at the site to
confront any violations by the occupation.

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Extremist Israeli minister storms Al-Aqsa Mosque again amid ongoing
closure

Israel's National Security Minister Itamar Ben-Gvir continues provocations despite
international condemnations.

Far-right Israeli National Security Minister Itamar Ben-Gvir has again stormed East
Jerusalem’s Al-Agsa Mosque compound, which has been closed by Israeli authorities for
38 days, a Palestinian agency said.

In a brief statement on Monday, the Islamic Endowments Directorate in Jerusalem said:
"Ben-Gvir stormed the mosque compound through Mughrabi Gate towards Bab al-Silsila
(Chain Gate)."

Such incursions by Ben-Gvir are typically carried out without prior public announcement.
Israeli ministers are only permitted to enter the Al-Agsa compound with advance
approval from the office of Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu.

The extremist minister has continued these provocations despite repeated Arab, Islamic
and international condemnations.

Israeli authorities kept both Al-Agsa Mosque and the Church of the Holy Sepulchre
closed for a 38th consecutive day, citing security concerns.

Palestinians, however, say Israel is using the closure to tighten its control over the
mosque compound and impose further restrictions on Muslim worshippers.

According to the governorate, Friday marked the ninth time since 1967 that Israel closed
Al-Agsa Mosque on a Friday. The mosque’s courtyards were empty of worshippers
except for a small number of Islamic Waqf employees, while last Friday marked the fifth
consecutive week of the closure.

Israeli police announced last Monday that they would allow only “limited prayer” at the
Church of the Holy Sepulchre after several European countries criticised authorities for
preventing the Latin Patriarch of Jerusalem, Cardinal Pierbattista Pizzaballa, and Custos
of the Holy Land Father Francesco Patton from attending Palm Sunday celebrations.



Since Feb. 28, Israel has kept both holy sites closed under the pretext of preventing
gatherings amid the ongoing US/Israeli war on Iran.

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Including A Child, Soldiers Abduct Two Palestinians In Jerusalem

On Monday evening, Israeli soldiers abducted two Palestinians, including a child, in
Al-Isawiya and ar-Ram towns in occupied Jerusalem in the West Bank.
Media sources said several military vehicles invaded Al-Isawiya before the soldiers
stopped and interrogated many Palestinians while inspecting their ID cards.
The sources added that the soldiers abducted a young man, Mohammad Nidal Mahmoud,
before taking him to an unknown destination.
In addition, the soldiers abducted a child—whose name was unknown at the time of this
report—in the town of ar-Ram.
Media sources said the child was riding his bicycle when the soldiers seized him and took
him to a nearby military base.
In related news, the soldiers invaded, on Monday night, the towns of Biddo and
Al-Qubeiba, northwest of Jerusalem, and initiated searches.
Furthermore, a group of illegal Israeli paramilitary colonizers invaded lands in Beit Tksa
town, northwest of Jerusalem, broke the gate leading to a water well owned by a
Palestinian resident, and polluted the water.

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Jerusalem Man Forced To Demolish His Home

On Monday evening, Israeli occupation authorities forced a Palestinian Jerusalemite man
to self-demolish his home in the town of Silwan, south of occupied Jerusalem, in the
West Bank.

The Jerusalem Governorate said the authorities compelled Khalil Abed-Badran, a
resident of the Al-Bustan neighborhood in Silwan, to carry out the demolition himself to
avoid the heavy fines the Jerusalem municipality imposes if its crews perform the
demolition.

The home, built in 2018, measured approximately 100 square meters, and housed four
family members.

Since 2023, the municipality has issued financial penalties totaling 48,000 shekels against
Badran as part of its ongoing policy of pressuring Palestinians and forcing them to
self-demolish their homes to avoid exorbitant fees.

Silwan, located just south of the Old City of occupied Jerusalem, has been one of the
most heavily targeted Palestinian neighborhoods for more than two decades.

Israeli authorities and colonizer organizations have issued hundreds of demolition orders
in the area, particularly in the Al-Bustan neighborhood, where more than 1,500
Palestinians live under constant threat of displacement.

Al-Bustan has been designated for a large-scale colonial project marketed as the “King’s
Garden,” a plan advanced by settler groups seeking to expand Israeli control around the
Old City and the Al-Agsa Mosque.
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To clear the area, the municipality issues demolition orders under the pretext of “building
without a permit,” despite the well-documented fact that Palestinians in Jerusalem are
systematically denied building permits, forcing them to build without authorization to
meet basic housing needs.
Because the municipality imposes extremely high demolition fees—often tens of
thousands of shekels—many Palestinian families are coerced into self-demolishing their
homes to avoid financial ruin. This policy has become a central tool in the broader effort
to pressure Palestinians to leave the city.
Since 2004, Silwan has faced a steady expansion of illegal Israeli colonies and
colonizer-run tourist sites, including the “City of David” project, which has accelerated
land seizures, home demolitions, and forced displacement.
Human rights organizations, including Israeli groups, have repeatedly stated that these
measures form part of a systematic campaign to alter the demographic and cultural
identity of Jerusalem and entrench Israeli control over Palestinian neighborhoods
surrounding the Old City.
The demolition of Khalil Abdul-Badran’s home reflects this long-running pattern of
targeted demolitions in Al-Bustan, financial penalties designed to force self-demolition,
and the expansion of settler presence in Silwan as part of broader policies aimed at
reducing the Palestinian population in the city.
Silwan remains one of the most targeted areas in Jerusalem, where Palestinian families
face continuous pressure, legal battles, and repeated demolitions as part of Israel’s
strategy to reshape the landscape around the Old City.
While Israel continues to build and expand its illegal colonies, Palestinian communities
and towns in occupied Jerusalem and various areas in the occupied West Bank continue
to be denied the right to build homes and property under various allegations meant to
prevent the expansion of Palestinian towns and neighborhoods.
All of Israel’s colonies in the occupied West Bank, including those in and around
occupied East Jerusalem, are illegal under International Law, the Fourth Geneva
Convention in addition to various United Nations and Security Council resolutions. They
also constitute war crimes under International Law.
Article 33 of the Fourth Geneva Convention prohibits collective punishment and acts of
terror against civilian populations.
Article 49 of the Fourth Geneva Convention states: “The Occupying Power shall not
deport or transfer parts of its own civilian population into the territory it occupies.” It also
prohibits the “individual or mass forcible transfers, as well as deportations of protected
persons from occupied territory”.
Articles 53 and 147, prohibit the destruction of civilian property and classify pillage as a
war crime.

Colonists, on Monday night, attacked Palestinian citizens’ lands west of the town of Beit
