For the 39th day in a row, Israel continues to close Jerusalem's Aqsa
mosque and Church of the Holy Sepulchre
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Awqaf Minister Condemns Escalation at Al-Aqsa Mosque

Minister of Awqaf and Islamic Affairs Mohammad Khalayleh strongly condemned
yesterday’s actions carried out by Israeli occupation authorities, which involved storming
Al-Agsa Mosque and opening its gates to extremist Jewish settlers and officials, while
Muslim worshippers were prevented from accessing the mosque.
In a statement on Tuesday, Khalayleh described the ongoing 40-day closure of Al-Agsa
Mosque as a historic crime, unprecedented in the mosque’s centuries-long history.
He emphasized that Al-Agsa Mosque / Al-Haram Al-Sharif, which spans 144 dunams
along with its walls, courtyards, and cemeteries, is an exclusive Muslim right. No party
can challenge this entitlement, and the Islamic Waqf Department in Jerusalem, under
Jordan’s Ministry of Awqaf and Islamic Affairs, retains full authority over its
administration, access, and affairs, with the support of continuous Hashemite
custodianship across generations.

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Egypt, Tiirkiye condemn Israeli minister’s storming of Al-Aqsa

Egypt and Tiirkiye condemned on Tuesday Israeli National Security Minister Itamar Ben-
Gvir’s storming of the Al-Agsa Mosque compound, describing it as a provocation and a
violation of international law.

In a statement carried by the Palestiniin WAFA news agency, Egypt’s Foreign
Ministry said the move represented a “blatant violation” of international and
humanitarian law and an attempt to undermine the historical and legal status of occupied
East Jerusalem.

The ministry reiterated its rejection of actions affecting Islamic holy sites, saying Al-
Agsa Mosque is a place of worship for Muslims and warning against attempts to alter the
status quo.

It added that Israel has no sovereignty over the occupied Palestinian territories, including
Jerusalem, and expressed concern over continued restrictions on access to the site, which
it said undermine freedom of worship and risk increasing tensions.

Egypt also called for respect for the role of Islamic Waqf authorities in Jerusalem in
maintaining existing arrangements at the site.

Tiirkiye also condemned the move, which took place under heavy Israeli police
protection, saying, “We strongly condemn the incursion of an Israeli minister into Al-
Agsa Mosque,” and adding that actions targeting the site’s historical and legal status were
unacceptable.

In a statement cited by Anadolu Agency, the Turkish Foreign Ministry said that ensuring
access for Muslim worshippers and lifting restrictions in occupied East Jerusalem is a
shared international responsibility.

Ben-Gvir stormed the compound on Monday under tight security, as Israeli authorities
continued restrictions on access to the site, now in their 38th day.



Incursions by Israeli officials and settlers into the site occur regularly and have
contributed to tensions in Jerusalem, often prompting Palestinian protests.

Kuwait condemns Ben-Gvir's storming of Al-Aqsa Mosque

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Saudi Arabia condemns Ben-Gyvir's storming of Al-Aqsa Mosque

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia condemned on Tuesday the storming of the Al-Agsa
Mosque compound by Itamar Ben-Gvir, a far-right minister in the Israeli occupation
government.
In a statement, the Saudi Ministry of Foreign Affairs expressed the Kingdom's "strongest
condemnation and denunciation of the blatant storming of the Al-Agsa Mosque
compound by a minister in the Israeli occupation government, under the protection of
occupation forces. The Kingdom affirmed its complete rejection of the continued Israeli
violations of international law, the transgression against the sanctity of Islamic holy sites,
and the provocation of Muslim sentiments worldwide."

The Muslim World League (MWL) on Tuesday condemned the entry of an Israeli
minister into the courtyards of Al-Agsa Mosque under the protection of Israeli forces,
describing it as a violation of the sanctity of Islamic holy sites.

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IOA forces two Jerusalemite brothers to raze homes in Silwan

The Israeli occupation authority (IOA) forced two Jerusalemite brothers to demolish their
own homes in Silwan district, south of the Aqsa Mosque, on Tuesday under the pretext of
unlicensed construction.
According to the Jerusalem Governorate, Nader and Hatem Baydoun were forced to
demolish their homes in al-Bustan neighborhood of the district.
10 individuals from the family, including women and children, lived in the two homes,
which had been built in 1998 over an area of about 88 square meters.
Jerusalemite homeowners find themselves forced to demolish their homes at their own
expense in order to avoid paying the Israeli municipality exorbitant money in fines and
demolition expenses.
The rate at which Palestinian homes and structures are demolished in east Jerusalem has
almost doubled since the start of the Israeli genocidal war on Gaza, human rights groups
and monitoring organizations say.
The demolitions are ordered by the Israeli municipality, which claims that many
Palestinian homes and structures are illegally built without permission.
All attempts by Palestinian families in east Jerusalem to apply for planning permission
are rejected by the municipality. That means growing families say they have no choice
but to build without permits and face the consequences, huge fines and demolition orders.
Last March, the municipality carried out demolition measures against 234 Palestinian
homes and structures in the West Bank and Jerusalem, with 23 houses completely
destroyed.

For the 39th day in a row, Israel continues to close Jerusalem's Aqsa mosque
and Church of the Holy Sepulchre

Israeli occupation authorities continue to close the Al-Agsa Mosque compound and the Church
of the Holy Sepulchre for the 39th consecutive day, under the pretext of a “state of emergency”
and security concerns.
During the closure, occupation forces impose strict military measures around the Al-Agsa
Mosque and close the gates of Jerusalem’s Old City, amid a marked escalation of tensions. This
comes after the extremist Israeli National Security Minister, Itamar Ben-Gvir, stormed the Al-
Agsa Mosque compound on Monday evening through the Mughrabi Gate, under heavy guard by
occupation forces.
This incursion comes amid escalating calls from colonists groups to intensify incursions into the
Al-Agsa Mosque compound, and is part of a series of incursions carried out by the extremist Ben-
Gvir. He has stormed the mosque approximately 14 times since assuming his post in 2023, as part
of an escalating policy toward the mosque.
The Israeli occupation authorities are exploiting this pretext to consolidate their control over Al-
Agsa Mosque, at a time when popular and Jerusalemite calls are escalating to mobilize towards
the nearest military checkpoints and barriers surrounding it, in an attempt to break the siege
imposed on it and force its reopening.
The so-called "Temple Mount groups" are exploiting the period of the Jewish Passover holiday,
which began on April 2 and continues until the 9th, to incite the storming of Al-Agsa Mosque and
call for the "sacrifice of animals" within its walls.
Official and religious bodies are warning of the danger of the continued closure of Al-Aqsa
Mosque, considering it a blatant violation of freedom of worship and a dangerous escalation that
necessitates urgent international intervention to halt these measures.
