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King meets UK PM

His Majesty King Abdullah met with United Kingdom Prime Minister Rishi Sunak on
Friday in London, covering strategic relations between Jordan and the UK, as well as
regional and international developments.King Abdullah wished Prime Minister Sunak
success in his term in office, expressing Jordan’s keenness to advance the deep-rooted ties
of friendship with the UK and bolster cooperation across the political, economic, and
defence fields.

His Majesty at the meeting attended by His Royal Highness Prince Ghazi bin Muhammad,
His Majesty’s chief adviser for religious and cultural affairs and personal envoy expressed
appreciation of the United Kingdom’s economic and development support for Jordan.
The King stressed the importance of continuing close coordination on issues of mutual
concern, in service of the two countries and to enhance international security and stability.
His Majesty added that collective efforts and solidarity among countries are needed to
address the ramifications of the Ukrainian crisis, especially concerning food and energy
security.

Concerning the Palestinian cause, the King reaffirmed the importance of working actively
to achieve just and comprehensive peace between the Palestinians and the Israelis on the
basis of the two-state solution, guaranteeing the establishment of an independent
Palestinian state on the 4 June 1967 lines, with East Jerusalem as its capital.

His Majesty stressed the importance of preserving the historical and legal status quo in the
holy city and preventing unilateral Israeli measures that lead to continued escalations in
the Palestinian Territories.

The King added that Jordan will continue to safeguard Islamic and Christian holy sites in
Jerusalem under the Hashemite Custodianship. Discussing the situation of refugees, His
Majesty stressed the importance of maintaining support for refugees through the UNHCR
and UNRWA.

Moreover, discussions covered regional and international efforts to counter terrorism
within a holistic approach.

For his part, Prime Minister Sunak noted the deep-rooted ties between the two countries
and keenness to strengthen them further, commending Jordan’s key role in the region.
The prime minister stressed the importance of maintaining bilateral cooperation towards
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economic prosperity, describing Jordan as one of the United Kingdom’s most important
allies in the region.

Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ayman Safadi, Director of the Office of His
Majesty Jafar Hassan, Jordan’s Ambassador to the UK Manar Dabbas, and a number of
British officials attended the meeting.

UN Commission of Inquiry on the Occupied Palestinian Territory,
including East Jerusalem, and Israel, opens new call for submission of

evidence

The independent UN International Commission of Inquiry on the Occupied Palestine
Territory, including East Jerusalem, and Israel, has invited individuals, groups, and
organisations to submit reports, photographic documentation, video footage and other
information or evidence that is relevant for the Commission’s investigation into the facts
and circumstances regarding specific alleged violations and abuses of the rights to freedom
of expression and association, along with related international crimes.

The Commission of Inquiry was established in May 2021 via Human Rights Council
Resolution S-30/1 to “urgently establish an ongoing, independent, international commission
of inquiry...to investigate, in the [OPT], including East Jerusalem, and in Israel all alleged
violations of international humanitarian law and...of international human rights law leading
up to and since 13 April 2021, and all underlying root causes of recurrent tensions, instability
and protraction of conflict, including systematic discrimination and repression based on
national, ethnic, racial or religious identity”.

The Commission has stated it “encourages submissions on incidents committed by all duty
bearers”, and in particular welcomes information concerning the identity of individuals,
institutions, security or military units, and armed groups responsible for any such
violations or abuses.

The Commission has also encouraged information and views on efforts to ensure
accountability for such incidents, as well as targeted recommendations to ‘duty bearers’ to
increase human rights protections and the promotion of accountability.

Submissions can be made in English, Arabic, and Hebrew in a variety of different
formats.

They Commission has stated it would particularly welcome information and evidence
concerning the facts and circumstances on the following matters:

e The targeting of human rights defenders, activists, politicians, academics,
journalists, and persons participating in peaceful demonstrations;

e Specific incidents targeting women human rights defenders, demonstrators
and activists;

e Specific incidents involving children.

The Commission have advised for submissions to be sent by no later than 31 December
2022.

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Dailies highlight UN’s adoption of resolution to ask ICJ opinion on
Israel’s occupation

The three Palestinian Arabic-language dailies focused today on the United Nations’
adoption of a Palestinian draft resolution demanding the International Court of Justice
(ICJ) to urgently weigh in on Israel’s prolonged occupation and annexation of the
Palestinian territory.

Following are the main headlines of the three dailies:

Al-Hayat Al-Jadida:

- UN adopts a Palestinian draft demanding the ICJ to urgently weigh in on Israel’s
prolonged occupation.

- UN requests a legal advisory opinion from “International Justice” on the nature of the
Israeli occupation.

- Bethlehem: Two people were Kkilled and 16 others injured in a traffic accident on the Al-
Fureidis roundabout.

- Washington: Proposing a diplomatic approach to the two-state solution will not be
effective.- Herzog will ask Netanyahu to form the Israeli government tomorrow

- Washington condemns Ben-Gvir: Celebrating the legacy of a terrorist organization is
disgusting- Shireen Abu Akleh’s family and the Journalists Syndicate call on the United
Nations to achieve justice.

Hamas welcomes UN’s approval of draft Palestinian resolution

The Hamas Movement welcomed on Saturday the position of the United Nations’
decolonization committee that approved a draft Palestinian resolution requesting an
advisory opinion from the International Court of Justice on the Israeli colonial occupation
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of Palestine. The Movement considered the UN resolution as “a significant achievement
and step that can be taken advantage of in favor of the Palestinian national cause and
rights.” For his part, member of Hamas’s political bureau Ezzat al-Resheq extended
thanks to the countries that voted in favor of the resolution and supported the Palestinians’
right to self-determination, condemning the countries that voted against the resolution in
complete disregard for Palestinian people’s just cause.“The Movement highly appreciates
all diplomatic efforts being exerted in support of Palestinian national rights,” al-Resheq
stressed in a press statement on Saturday.

He called on the Palestinian Authority and the Palestine Liberation Organization to
proceed with such endeavors and not to cave into any US or Israeli pressures.

Israeli Soldiers Assault And Abduct Three Palestinians In Occupied

On Wednesday evening, Israeli soldiers assaulted and abducted three young Palestinian
men in occupied Jerusalem, in the West Bank.

The Wadi Hilweh Information Center In Silwan (Silwanic) said the soldiers abducted
Nizar Jaber and Nizar Tuffaha in Jerusalem.Silwanic said the soldiers abducted the two
young men after an argument between the soldiers and several Palestinians broke out.
Silwanic also said that the soldiers assaulted two siblings in Silwan town, Fuad and Ziad
Al-Qaq, and maced them with pepper spray before abducting Fu’ad. Ziad was moved to a
medical center for treatment.

Israel orders halt on construction of a house near Bethlehem

Israeli occupation authorities ordered today a halt on the construction of a Palestinian-
owned house in the village of Irtas, in the occupied West Bank province of Bethlehem,
according to local sources.Lutfi Asaad, the mayor of the village, told WAFA that the Israeli
army handed a notification to Ahmad Abu Sawi, a local Palestinian resident, asking them
to stop the construction of his home in the village, under the pretext of lacking an Israeli
construction permit.Israeli occupation authorities refuse to permit any Palestinian
construction in Area C, which constitutes 60 percent of the occupied West Bank and falls
under full Israeli military rule, forcing residents to build without obtaining rarely-granted
permits to provide shelters for their families.In contrast, Israel much more easily gives over
650,000 Jewish Israeli settlers there building permits and provides them with roads,
electricity, water and sewage systems that remain inaccessible to many neighboring
Palestinians.

130,000 Palestinians face demolition threats in Israel

The Arab Center for Alternative Planning (ACAP) in 1948 occupied Palestine has found
that 130,000 Palestinian citizens living in Israel’s Arab areas live under the threat of having
their homes destroyed by Israeli authorities.This came in the results of a survey conducted
recently by ACAP in cooperation with Sikkuy-Aufoq organization on the exact number of
buildings that do not have construction permits in all Palestinian areas in Israel.According
to their survey, there are about 29,000 unlicensed buildings in Arab towns due to different
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Israeli restrictions and delays. 15,000 of those buildings are small buildings, agricultural
sheds, car repair shops, and other structures.Despite the fact that 87 percent of the
unlicensed buildings in the central and northern regions are located within the approved
structural plans and within areas designated for housing, the state has not yet completed
the necessary planning procedures in those areas that allow the issuance of permits.72
percent of these buildings — about 10,000 buildings that were included in the master plans
— lack a detailed plan and permits cannot be obtained without such a plan.In Arab areas
where it is possible to receive a building permit, ACAP and Sikkuy-Aufoq found that it
takes an average of eight years for a permit to be granted compared with just 2.5 years in
Jewish-majority areas.

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Palestinian families urge US to cancel Jerusalem embassy plans on stolen land

Heirs of original landowners whose property was confiscated by Israel in 1950 and two
rights groups call on US Secretary of State and US Ambassador to Israel to halt
construction plans.By Dania AkkadTwo rights groups have called on the United States to
immediately cancel plans to build a new embassy and diplomatic compound in Jerusalem
on land which they say was confiscated from Palestinian families, including several who are
US citizens. The call was made in a letter written by Adalah and the Center for
Constitutional Rights (CCR) on behalf of the Palestinian families and sent on Thursday

to US Secretary of State Anthony Blinken and US Ambassador to Israel Thomas Nides.
""Should the US proceed with this plan, it would not only be complicit with Israel's illegal
confiscation of Palestinian-owned land, but it would also become an active participant in
the seizure of the land of US citizens," the organisations wrote.

In February 2021, the US State Department and the Israel Land Authority submitted plans
for a US diplomatic compound, following former US President Donald Trump's highly
controversial May 2018 decision to unilaterally recognise Jerusalem as Israel's capital and
move the American embassy from Tel Aviv.

Earlier this week, the plans were made open for a 60-day public comment period after
which a final decision on the project will be made.In the 45-page letter, the two groups
attached rental contracts between British Mandate authorities and Palestinian families who
temporarily leased their land, which then made up part of the Allenby Barracks military
base.The land was confiscated by the Israeli government under the Absentees' Property
Law, which grants the state the power to confiscate and impound Palestinian properties
and assets that they were forced to leave behind during the Nakba.

The Nakba, or "the catastrophe', is the name Palestinians give to the massacres and forced
expulsion they endured at the hands of Zionist militias in 1948, which left an estimated
15,000 indigenous Palestinians dead and some 750,000 displaced.

If the complex moves forward, Adalah and CCR said in the letter, it will be built "on land
seized from Palestinians in violation of international law"'.

'Private property is sacred'A portion of the land belong to Rashid Khalidi's family.
Khalidi, the Edward Said professor of modern Arab studies at Columbia University, told
Middle East Eye on Friday that the letter should "put the US government in a very
embarassing position"." Private property is the cornerstone of American capitalism.
Private property is sacred," he said. " And here we have a case where an allied government
has taken the property of people, including US citizens, and the US government is complicit
in this theft by building on this private property.'" Ali Qleibo's family also owned some of
the land slated for the new complex. Qleibo, a Jerusalem-based artist, author and
antropologist, told MEE that although Adalah made the historic contracts public in July,
he has yet to hear from the US government.''Refusing to acknowledge my rights of
ownership? That's really painful," he said. "They haven't contacted me."In 1948, Qleibo
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said his family remained in Jerusalem. ""The war stopped one kilometre from our house,"
he explained.However, the land, which the family had rented to the British, was seized by
Israeli authorities in 1950 and to this day Qleibo still passes by it. ""We have to deal with it
everyday. It's a wound that never heals," he said.But, he said, it's not only the land for the
proposed embassy that is at stake, but also all Palestinian land seized under the 1950 law.
"This case epitomises it. It is not simply the property. It is all of our rights. We have no
rights over our properties," he said.Suhad Bishara, a lawyer and Adalah's legal director
and director of land and planning rights unit, told MEE that she hopes the State
Department will agree to a meeting with her organisation, CCR and the property owners.
So far, she said, the only contact they've had from the US government following the July
release of the historic rental documents is a State Department statement shared with
media that due diligence is conducted on all prospective sites for US facilities.
According to Adalah and CCR's letter, it is not clear whether that due diligence turned up
the Palestinian ownership of the property, or more broadly, whether the property rights of
Palestinians, including US citizens, were criteria taken into consideration.
Khalidi said he has major questions about what the American investigation into the
property entailed, noting that Palestinian scholars told the State Department in the late
1980s about the ownership of the property.'" Their claim of due diligence doesn’t require
them to go to Jerusalem and walk to the site. They can simply go to their archives and see
that a very careful study was sent to them and they would recognise that they received it,
way back when," he said.“The documents are incontrovertible. The British government
was paying these families for this property well after 1948. So as far as the British
government was concerned, this was the property of these families well into the early
1950s." Bishara said now that the organisations and families have addressed US authorities
officially, she hoped they would agree to meet, particularly given that the clock is now
ticking on the public comment period for the project.
