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King discusses ties, regional, international
developments with Sweden monarch

His Majesty King Abdullah held talks at Al Husseiniya Palace on Tuesday with King Carl
XVI Gustaf of Sweden, on bilateral ties and the latest regional and international
developments.

Their Majesties held expanded talks, as well as bilateral talks attended by Her Majesty
Queen Rania Al Abdullah, His Royal Highness Crown Prince Al Hussein bin Abdullah II,
Queen Silvia of Sweden and Their Royal Highnesses Prince Ali bin Al Hussein and
Princess Rym Ali.

At the expanded meeting, King Abdullah and King Carl XVI Gustaf affirmed the deep-
rooted ties between Jordan and Sweden and their keenness to expand cooperation across
all sectors, stressing the importance of maintaining coordination and consultation on issues
of mutual concern.
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Welcoming King Carl XVI Gustaf, King Abdullah described him as a dear friend, and
expressed deep appreciation for the relationship between the two royal families and the
governments of Jordan and Sweden.

His Majesty said he is looking forward to this state visit being an opportunity to enhance
relations between Jordan and Sweden, which has long viewed the Middle East with
optimism, noting Sweden’s pivotal role in the international community.

The King noted the importance of bolstering bilateral ties and joint action, especially in the
field of environment and environmental conservation.

King Abdullah called for enhancing the partnership between the private sectors in the two
countries, adding that Jordan’s private sector is full of young, savvy Jordanians and
stressing the importance of the private sector’s role in building bridges between Jordan
and Sweden.
His Majesty commended Sweden’s support for refugee host countries, in addition to
supporting UNRWA, noting its importance for Jordan.

The King also thanked Sweden’s for its commitment to bolstering peace and stability in the
region and working with Jordan on stepping up efforts towards achieving peace between
the Palestinians and the Israelis.

King Carl XVI Gustaf expressed gratitude for King Abdullah’s invitation to Jordan,
saying, "our families have a warm friendship, and our countries are close partners".

He noted that the two countries’ diplomatic relations extend for over seven decades, and
that last year Sweden celebrated 40 years of diplomatic representation in Jordan.

The Swedish monarch said he would be inaugurating the new office of the embassy of
Sweden in Amman and the Swedish Dialogue Institute for the Middle East and North
Africa.

King Carl XVI Gustaf expressed hope for this state visit to contribute to further developing
cooperation and friendship between the two countries and peoples.

In the expanded talks, His Majesty noted the importance of holding the Jordanian Swedish
Trade and Investment Forum on Wednesday, which aims to boost cooperation between
Jordan and Sweden across several economic endeavours.

The King welcomed the inauguration of the new offices of the embassy of Sweden in
Amman and the Swedish Dialogue Institute for the Middle East and North Africa, stressing
that the institute is a crucial tool in enhancing dialogue and understanding between the
region and Europe.

King Abdullah thanked Sweden for supporting Jordan in several development sectors.
The talks covered the latest developments in the region and the world, with His Majesty
reaffirming the centrality of the Palestinian cause and the need to step up efforts to reach
comprehensive and lasting peace on the basis of the two-state solution, guaranteeing the
establishment of an independent and viable Palestinian state on the 4 June 1967 lines with
East Jerusalem as its capital.

Moreover, the talks addressed efforts to reach political solutions to regional crises and
continued cooperation in the fight against terrorism within a holistic approach.
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Prime Minister Bisher Khasawneh, Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ayman
Safadi, Director of the Office of His Majesty Jafar Hassan, and Jordan’s non-resident
Ambassador to Sweden Muhib Nimrat attended the meeting on the Jordanian side.

On the Swedish side, Foreign Minister Tobias Billstr’m and a number of senior officials
attended the talks.

Earlier, an official welcoming ceremony was held for King Carl XVI Gustaf and Queen
Silvia at Al Husseiniya Palace.

The King and Queen of Sweden arrived in Amman on Tuesday for a state visit lasting a
few days upon the invitation of King Abdullah.

Malki discusses latest political
developments with German counterpart in Berlin

Minister of foreign affairs and expatriates, Riyad al-Malki today briefed his German
counterpart, Annalena Baerbock, on the latest developments in Palestine and the ongoing
escalation committed against the Palestinian people at the hands of Israeli forces and
settlers.

This came during a meeting in Berlin at the headquarters of the German foreign ministry,
where they discussed bilateral relations and ways to promote joint international efforts to
end the occupation and enable the Palestinian people to exercise their inalienable legitimate
rights.

Malki stressed the importance of the political role that Germany could play to launch a
serious political endeavor that leads to the realization of the two-state solution in
accordance with international references as well as the need to activate the international
mobility in this regard.

He thanked Germany for its efforts in supporting UNRWA and its activities targeting
Palestinian refugees, praising its role in supporting Palestinian institutions and its
contribution in competence-building and infrastructure improvement in the West Bank
and the Gaza Strip.

Malki is participating in the 8th World Congress against the Death Penalty taking place in
Berlin from the 15 to 18.

Foreign ministry welcomes US decision to open investigations into killing
of slain journalist Abu Akleh

The Ministry of foreign affairs and expatriates welcomed in a statement today the decision
of the U.S. Department of Justice to open an investigation into the killing of Shireen Abu
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Akleh, a Palestinian-American prominent journalist who was shot dead in early May
during an Israeli military raid into Jenin.

The ministry said that this decision, albeit a late one, reflects the certainty of the US side
for the lack of any serious Israeli investigations and slams them as mere attempts to cover
up for criminals and murderers.

It affirmed the Palestinian side’s readiness to fully cooperate with any international or
American investigations opened into the Kkilling of Abu Akleh and others victims of
extrajudicial killings.

According to Israeli media outlets, the US has informed the Israeli authorities that the FBI
will open its own investigation into the Killing of al-Jazeera journalist Shireen Abu Akleh.
In response to the Israeli decision, Israeli defense minister Benny Gants tweeted that “the
decision taken by the US Justice Department to conduct an investigation into the tragic
passing of Shireen Abu Akleh, is a mistake.”

The European Union called for a swift investigation into the Kkilling of Palestinian teenager,
Fulla Masalmeh who was to celebrate her 15th birthday today, but was tragically killed by
gunfire from Israeli soldiers near Ramallah yesterday.

“Israel, as party of the CRC, must ensure the rights of children, including ensuring their
protection, care and dignity — and right to life. This incident should be swiftly investigated
and accountability ensured,” it said.

In 2022, so far 32 children have been Kkilled by Israeli forces in the West Bank, in many
instances through what appears to be excessive use of lethal force, said the statement.

The EU expressed its deepest condolences to the family of Masalmeh.

Also The United Kingdom urged the Israeli authorities to launch a thorough and
transparent investigation into the Kkilling of Palestinian teenager, Fulla Masalmeh, by
Israeli forces’ fire yesterday in Ramallah.

The UK stressed that it continues to urge for self-restraint in the use of live ammunition by
Israeli forces.

Jerusalem.

Over 80 settlers defile Aqsa Mosque

Dozens of extremist Jewish settlers escorted by police forces desecrated the Aqsa Mosque
in Occupied Jerusalem on Tuesday morning and later in the afternoon.
According to al-Qastal News website, at least 85 settlers entered the Mosque in groups
through its Maghariba Gate and toured its courtyards under police guard.During their
tours at the Islamic holy site, the settlers received lectures from rabbis about the alleged
temple mount and a number of them provocatively performed Talmudic
prayers.Meanwhile, the Israeli occupation police imposed movement restrictions on
Muslim worshipers at the Aqsa Mosque’s entrances and gates.The Aqsa Mosque is exposed
to daily desecration by Jewish settlers and police forces in the morning and the afternoon
except on Fridays and Saturdays.In a separate incident, the Israeli occupation forces (IOF)
kidnaped four Palestinian young men after ransacking their homes in the towns of Idhna
and Yatta in al-Khalil province.The IOF also set up checkpoints at the northern entrances
of al-Khalil and the towns of Bani Naim, Sa’ir and Halhul and embarked on intercepting
Palestinian vehicles and passengers for security checks.

Several Palestinians kidnaped by IOF in W. Bank and J’lem

The Israeli occupation forces (IOF) kidnaped on Tuesday morning at least nine Palestinian
citizens during raids in the West Bank and Jerusalem.

According to local sources, the IOF kidnaped three citizens from their homes in Jenin and
two others in Tulkarem.

Two other citizens were also taken prisoners during IOF raids in al-Khalil and another one
from al-Bireh City.

Palestinian media reports said that Israeli forces broke into and ransacked the house of a
young man identified as Anas al-Malhi in Umm ash-Sharayet neighborhood in Bireh City
before kidnaping him.

In east Jerusalem, Israeli police forces stormed Anata town and kidnaped a young man
from his home.

Israeli authorities to demolish number of Palestinian homes in East
Jerusalem neighborhood

Israeli authorities today notified of its intentions to demolish a number of privately-owned
Palestinian houses in the East Jerusalem neighborhood of al-Tur, according to WAFA
correspondent.
Israeli police, accompanied by staff of the Israeli municipality of West Jerusalem, stormed
various neighborhoods in al-Tur and placed demolition notices against a number of homes
in the area after photographing them.
Palestinians in occupied Jerusalem say they are forced to build without permit because the
Israeli municipality rarely issues permits to the city’s original Palestinian citizens as a way
to reduce their number by forcing them to leave it and find accommodation and work
elsewhere.

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IOA banishes Jerusalemite activist from Aqsa for another week

The Israeli occupation authority (IOA) extended on Monday an order banning
Jerusalemite activist Ra’eda Sa’eid from entering the Aqsa Mosque for one week.

On October 16, Israeli police officers detained Sa’eid during her presence in the Old City
of Jerusalem before releasing her later on condition of staying away from the Aqsa Mosque
for four weeks.

Sa’eid is exposed to constant persecution by the Israeli police and intelligence because of
her role in filming and documenting settler violations at the Aqsa Mosque.

The IOA and its police in Occupied Jerusalem give themselves the right to issue such Aqsa
entry ban against Muslim worshipers and take upon themselves to decide who can and
cannot pray at the Mosque despite the fact that they have no jurisdiction over the Islamic
holy place.

According to signed agreements, Jordan is the custodian of the Islamic and Christian holy
sites in the holy city.
