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President Abbas: The killing of Naser Abu Hmaid is a full-fledged war crime
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RAMALLAH, Tuesday, December 20, 2022 (WAFA) — President Mahmoud Abbas said today
that the killing of Palestinian prisoner Naser Abu Hmaid, who was declared dead this morning
after years of battling with cancer as a result of the continued medical negligence in Israeli jails,
is a full-fledged war crime.
During a meeting held this evening at the presidential headquarters in Ramallah to address
international actions to confront the racist and colonial practices of the Israeli occupation
authorities, in light of the formation of an extremist right-wing government and the killing of
Palestinian prisoner Naser Abu Hmaid in Israeli jails, President Abbas said that the life of Abu
Hmaid summarizes the protracted reality of injustice inflicted upon the Palestinian people,
holding the Israeli government fully responsible for his killing.
The president announced that “we will launch a broad international campaign to put everyone
before their legal and historical responsibilities in order to provide protection to the defenseless
Palestinian people in the West Bank, East Jerusalem, and the Gaza Strip,” adding that it is
unacceptable for the world to continue its silence and turn a blind eye to the Israeli crimes.

AMMAN, Tuesday, December 20, 2022 (WAFA) - Arab League Secretary-General Ahmed
Aboul Gheit, said that the continuation of the Palestinian-Israeli conflict and the disregard of the
two-state solution, in light of suspicious international silence and amidst a sharp and dangerous
shifting towards the right in Israel and the deepening despair, portends the worst consequences.

JEDDAH, Tuesday, December 21, 2022 (WAFA) - The Organization of Islamic Cooperation
(OIC) held Israel, the occupying power, fully responsible for the death of Palestinian prisoner
Nasser Abu Hamid in the occupation prisons, as a result of the policy of deliberate medical
negligence and deprivation of basic rights, practiced by the Israeli prison administration against
prisoners.

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Over 260 settlers defile Aqsa Mosque under police guard

A large number of extremist Jewish settlers desecrated the Agsa Mosque in Occupied Jerusalem on
Tuesday morning and later in the afternoon.

According to al-Qastal News website, at least 262 settlers escorted by police officers entered the Mosque
in groups through its Maghariba Gate and toured its courtyards on the third day of the Jewish Hanukkah
holiday.
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During their tours at the Islamic holy site, the settlers received lectures from rabbis about the alleged
temple mount, and a number of them performed Talmudic prayers in the eastern area of the Mosque and
at the entrances leading to it.
Meanwhile, the Israeli occupation police continued to tighten their restrictions on the entry of Muslim
worshipers, especially young men and women, to the Mosque in the morning, prevented many of them
from entering the holy site and expelled others from its courtyards.
For several days, Jewish extremist groups have been inciting their followers on social media to march en
masse to the Agqsa Mosque and perform rituals in its courtyards during the eight-day Hanukkah holiday,
which started last Sunday.
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Palestinian teenager shot, injured in head during clashes in Abu Dis

-JERUSALEM, Tuesday, December 20, 2022 (WAFA) — A Palestinian teenager was shot and injured in
the head with rubber-coated steel bullets during clashes that broke out this evening in the town of Abu
Dis, east of occupied Jerusalem, according to local sources.

Sources told WAFA that clashes erupted in the town of Abu Dis, during which Israeli forces fired rubber-
coated metal bullets and tear gas canisters toward Palestinian locals, shooting and injuring a 17-year-old
teenager in the head with rubber-coated-steel bullets.The teenage boy was taken to hospital, where his
condition was described as moderate. According to sources, Israeli forces fired at the boy from a very
short distance and physically attacked the teen’s parents who tried to prevent the soldiers from detaining
their son.
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All Israeli settlements violate international laws and conventions

All Israeli settlements violate Article 49, paragraph six, of the Fourth Geneva Convention of 1949. They
are, therefore, considered to be war crimes, according to Article 84, paragraph four of the additional first
protocol of 1977; an annex to the 1949 Geneva Convention; and Article 8 of the 1998 Rome Statute.It is
thus both important and necessary to hold the Israeli occupation state accountable for all of the war
crimes it commits against the Palestinian people. The UN Security Council must, as a matter of duty and
urgency take measures to impose international law and rescue the two-state solution. This was stressed by
international support at the UN General Assembly in Resolution 67/19 dated 29 November, 2012. Israel,
as the occupying authority, must be forced to abandon its policies of settlement, expansion and aggression
against the Palestinian people and their land.All settlement activity — including expansion — land
seizures and annexation in the occupied West Bank, including Jerusalem, all violate international
resolutions, as does the transfer of Israeli citizens to the occupied territory as part of the demographic war
that Israel is waging; its settlers are thus all illegal too. This is especially so according to The Hague
Agreement of 1907 and the annexed regulations, which all stress the need to protect the interests of
people living under occupation, in this case the Palestinians.
Successive Israeli governments since 1967 were not satisfied with breaking international laws and
conventions regarding the Palestinian people and their land. They have even taken control of private land
in the West Bank, including Jerusalem, which is also protected by international resolutions, including The
Hague Agreement of 1907 and the Fourth Geneva Convention of 1949. Both mentioned the complete
prohibition of private land seizures.
We need to work on restoring the significance of the Palestinian cause in the international arena and
launching a clear strategy to confront Israel's ongoing settlement activity and occupation in Palestine
according to international laws. We must work to reformulate the Palestinian discourse, as it currently
requires a ceiling higher than that of the past. It must carry a comprehensive context to end the occupation
and dismantle, not freeze, settlements. International resolutions confirm that settlements are a major
hindrance to establishing an independent, sovereign state of Palestine with its own natural
resources.Moreover, extra effort must be made to unite the Palestinian discourse politically to challenge
the Israeli violations against the Palestinian people. We must take action and work with the international
community to guarantee the continuation of support for legitimate Palestinian rights and a viable two-
state solution. All of this must include the insistence on one legal standard being applied universally and
including Israel, its military occupation and its violation of international law. We must guarantee justice
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and respect for human rights, as well as taking serious steps to create a new political horizon that
guarantees the achievement of a just and permanent peace in the region.The international community
which acknowledges the right of the Palestinian people to establish their independent state with East
Jerusalem as its capital is required to recognize the importance of making the required decisions
immediately that would end settlement activity and dismantle the settlements already built on Palestinian
land. The implementation of these decisions must be followed up by specialist international organizations.
There also must be swift action to demand that decisive and firm positions should be taken towards the
Israeli occupation, to stop all forms of settlement activity, to end the longest occupation in the history of
the world, and to support the right of the Palestinian people to self-determination.
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
