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Jordan, Qatar stress delivering humanitarian aid urgently,

Prime Minister Bisher Khasawneh welcomed on Tuesday Qatar's Minister of State for
International Cooperation Lolwah Al-Khater for discussions on bilateral ties, cooperation, and
regional matters, including the delivery of aid to Palestinians.

During the meeting, the Prime Minister emphasized the longstanding relations fostered under the
leadership of His Majesty King Abdullah II and Qatar Emir Sheikh Tamim bin Hamad Al Thani,
underscoring the commitment to fortifying these relations to advance mutual interests.
Khasawneh and Al-Khater also highlighted that the relationship between the two nations is
currently at its peak, with both countries actively working to enhance cooperation across various
domains.

Commending the level of coordination and joint efforts, particularly in the timely and sustainable
provision of humanitarian aid to the Gaza Strip, Khasawneh expressed concerns about the
deteriorating humanitarian situation due to ongoing Israeli aggression against Palestinians.
In addressing this issue, Khasawneh conveyed the shared stance of Jordan and Qatar against the
brutal Israeli aggression on the Gaza Strip. Both countries have called for an immediate cessation
of hostilities, the protection of civilians, urgent and sustainable delivery of humanitarian aid, and
the pursuit of a political solution based on the two-state solution according to international
resolutions. The envisioned solution includes the establishment of an independent Palestinian
state with full sovereignty, based on the borders of June 4, 1967, and East Jerusalem as its
capital. This, according to Khasawneh, is the only viable approach to ending the cycle of
violence and conflict.

The Prime Minister acknowledged the efforts led by His Majesty King Abdullah II, with the
support of Crown Prince Al Hussein, in aiding Palestinians in the Gaza Strip and the West Bank.
These efforts encompass the establishment of field hospitals, aid plane dispatches, airdrop
operations, and the provision of essential supplies such as 40,000 tons of wheat, 15,000 tons of
grain, and medicine.

Khasawneh emphasized that these humanitarian initiatives will persist alongside political and
diplomatic endeavors aimed at halting the aggression, safeguarding civilians, and ensuring the
continued delivery of aid.

Reiterating Jordan's firm rejection of any actions leading to the displacement of Palestinians
from Gaza or the West Bank, which the Kingdom considers a declaration of war, Khasawneh
said they would be a material breach of the peace agreement between Jordan and Israel.
The Prime Minister commended Qatar's role and efforts in facilitating humanitarian truces to
guarantee aid delivery and the exchange of prisoners, ultimately paving the way for a ceasefire.
For her part, Al-Khater praised Jordan's positions and multifaceted efforts in addressing the Gaza
aggression and the broader Palestinian issue.

She affirmed Qatar's solidarity with Jordan in rejecting forced displacement of Palestinians,
opposing alterations to the historical and legal status of Jerusalem, and supporting the
steadfastness of Palestinians on their land.

Al-Khater acknowledged the effective coordination and cooperation between the two nations in
delivering humanitarian aid to the Gaza Strip, expressing Qatar's desire to enhance bilateral
cooperation with Jordan in economic and trade domains for the mutual benefit of both countries
and their peoples.

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Khasawneh says 'absence of a political horizon' for
Palestinians creates regional violence

Prime Minister Bisher Khasawneh said Tuesday that Jordan has warned that the "absence of a
political horizon" to establish a Palestinian state based on the two-state solution would keep the
region in successive and escalating cycles of violence.

Khasawneh said in an interview on Al Arabiya that failing to realise a political solution "will
move us from a spiral of violence to a worse spike of violence, and from a period of cessation of
fighting to a worse increase of violence, and then to a bigger explosion... the evidence is what we
saw in this recent war on Gaza."

He said His Majesty King Abdullah's efforts are focused on stopping the "brutal" Israeli war on
Gaza that killed more than 13,000 Palestinian civilians, including 5,000 children.
"[ronically, today is World Child Protection Day, during which we lost 5,000 Gazan children
during 40 days of aggression that does not discriminate between children, women, older people
and civilians," he lamented.

Khasawneh added that the Arab "moral position" was expressed in the extraordinary resolution
of the Arab League that affirmed that the Arab countries condemn the targeting of civilians,
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noting that the Arab position is a "moral position" because it was based on condemning the
targeting of civilians regardless of their nationality, race, religion or age.

"The Palestinian blood, the Palestinian children and Palestinian civilians, their lives are no less
than the life of any other civilian or the life of any other child. This is the position on which the
movement of His Majesty King Abdullah II was based from the first moment of the aggression,"
he explained.

Khasawneh said the King focused on "appealing to the global conscience" with a legal discourse
based on the indivisibility of international law, international humanitarian law and the rules of
war on protecting civilians and civil and health institutions.

The Premier added: "It is as if there is immunity granted to Israel so that it does not abide by and
violate the system of laws regulating military operations and war, which are expressed in
international treaties and agreements," noting that the Israeli forces targeted hospitals and health
workers during the Israeli war on Gaza.

Khasawneh said: "If any country in the world has committed any of these violations, the world
would have taken action to confront these violations, but when this matter came down to Israeli
actions, it was as if Israel had immunity from the application of international law and
international humanitarian law."

Khasawneh added, "We have reached a development in the efforts led by His Majesty King
Abdullah II, which led to a gradual change in the position of many countries and permanent
members of the Security Council, leading to adopting a UN Security Council resolution for a
humanitarian truce, a prisoner swap and delivering urgent and emergency humanitarian aid to
Gaza.

"The absence of a political solution will lead us to nothing but the absurdity of repeating what is
currently happening in Gaza, in a worse way, after years of stalemate and the absence of this
path and political horizon, for which Israel bears great responsibility, whether in weakening its
strategic partner represented by the Palestine Liberation Organisation and the Palestinian
National Authority."

Khasawneh stressed the need to avoid escalation in the occupied West Bank, adding that Jewish
settler violence against Palestinians and Israeli violations of Islamic and Christian sanctities
constitute "a red line for Jordan."

He warned that an Israeli forced displacement of Palestinians from the occupied West Bank
would be a "declaration of war against Jordan because it constitutes a material violation of the
peace agreement." Khasawneh said in case of an Israeli declaration of war, the Kingdom would
use all means possible to prevent a mass expulsion of West Banker Palestinians into Jordan,
which, in case it happens, would mean ending the Palestinian national cause and harm Jordan's
national security. Khasawneh said, "Jordan has followed a gradual methodology from day one
with the unfolding events in Gaza, and this gradual methodology aimed to allow Jordan to stop
the killing machine and stop the war that the Israeli occupation is waging against our people in
the Gaza Strip and the West Bank."

Khasawneh added, "If Jordan reaches the point where there is an evident Israeli breach of the
Jordanian-Israeli peace agreement, then we will speak seriously that this breach is a breach that
opens the door wide for Jordan to multiple possibilities that we will talk about at the time.
"As for Jordan's commitment to peace, it is a strategic commitment, and today, it allows for
Jordan to move on a moral and legal basis through which Jordan can accomplish a lot."
Regarding Jordan's agreement with Israel on water and the Kingdom's options, Khasawneh said,
"Jordan is one of the most water-poor countries, and Jordan is finalising the requirements for
floating tenders related to the national water carrier from the Gulf of Aqaba to northern Jordan.
"On December 4, we hope to reach A stage in which we can open bids to implement this national
project that will cover Jordan's water needs at least until 2043."

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MPs say no compromise on Jerusalem, Palestinian rights

MPs on Monday said that Jerusalem, the Arab identity of Palestine, the rights of the Palestinian
people, mainly their right of an independent state of their own, are "red lines that cannot be
compromised".

During a meeting on Monday, chaired by chamber's speaker Ahmad Safadi and attended by
multiple ministers, heads of the Lower House's blocs and Palestine Committee reiterated
rejection of any forced displacement of Palestinians, the Jordan News Agency, Petra, reported.
They also condemned the "brutal Israeli attack on Gaza and the international community's
silence and inaction" on the atrocities against unarmed civilians in the besieged strip.

The lawmakers also welcomed the government's decision not to sign the water-for-energy
agreement with Israel in light of the occupation's "barbaric aggression on the Gaza Strip for 44
days".

Safadi called on the chamber's Legal Committee to expedite procedures to file an official
complaint against Israeli "war criminals" at the International Criminal Court.

The speaker added that the committee is currently examining all Jordanian-Israeli agreements.
Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Local Administration Tawfiq Kreishan said that the
government was considering all options to address the Israeli violations in Gaza and would take
into consideration the recommendations of the Legal Committee.

Amid Israeli aggression on Gaza, the Lower House has tasked its Legal Committee with
examining all deals Jordan had signed with Israel and make recommendations to the government
for any necessary action.

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Joint Arab-Islamic Ministerial Committee,
Russian foreign minister talk Israeli war on Gaza

The Joint Arab-Islamic Ministerial Committee and Russian Foreign Minister Sergei Lavrov held
a meeting Tuesday in Moscow on the Israeli war on Gaza and ceasefire efforts.

Lavrov praised the Committee assigned by the Arab-Islamic Summit to achieve a long-standing
ceasefire in embattled Gaza.

He said Russia supports immediate ceasefire according to the UN and Security Council
resolutions and with the decisions of the peace summit in Cairo and the extraordinary joint Arab-
Islamic Summit in Riyadh.

Lavrov condemned Israel's "collective punishment" against Palestinians in besieged Gaza,
accusing Israel of committing "blatant violations" of international humanitarian law.

He urged introducing more humanitarian aid to the embattled coastal enclave to avoid an
"unprecedented humanitarian catastrophe."

The Russian Foreign Minister expressed his country's support for creating conditions to start
peace efforts between Palestinians and Israelis based on the two-state solution.
The Ministerial Committee noted the "importance" of members of the Security Council and the
international community to take "effective and urgent" action to realise an immediate ceasefire in
Gaza, adding that a truce is a priority for all Arab and Islamic countries.

Ministerial Committee members discussed lifting the Israeli siege on Gaza, releasing prisoners
and starting a serious and just peace process that enjoys the support of international legitimacy
authorities. They urged the international community to reject what they described as "selectivity"
in applying international legal and moral standards and "turning a blind eye to the heinous"
Israeli crimes against Palestinian civilians in Gaza and the occupied West Bank and East
Jerusalem. They said, "The Israeli authorities' violation of international law and non-compliance
with international legitimacy resolutions weaken the legitimacy of the international system, the
credibility of its defenders and its ability to maintain peace, security, and regional stability in the
future. These fuels the motives of extremism and violence." They demanded allowing the
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delivery of humanitarian aid, food, water, fuel and electricity to Gaza, noting that depriving the
people of Gaza of the basic requirements of life is a "clear violation of international humanitarian
law, especially the Fourth Geneva Convention."

Members of the Ministerial Committee comprised foreign ministers of Saudi Arabia, Jordan,
Saudi Arabia, Indonesia and Palestine and the secretary of the organisation of Islamic
cooperation.

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South African lawmakers vote to suspend diplomatic ties with Israel,
shut embassy

South African lawmakers voted on Tuesday in favour of closing down the Israeli embassy in
Pretoria and suspending all diplomatic relations until a ceasefire is agreed in its war with
Palestinian Islamist group Hamas in Gaza.

The resolution is largely symbolic as it will be up to President Cyril Ramaphosa's government
whether to implement it; a presidency spokesperson said Ramaphosa "notes and appreciates"
parliament's guidance on South Africa's diplomatic relations with Israel, particularly on the status
of the embassy. "The president and cabinet are engaged over the matter, which remains the
responsibility of the national executive," Vincent Magwenya said.

Ramaphosa and senior foreign ministry officials have been vocally critical of Israel's leadership
during its devastating military campaign against Hamas in the densely populated Gaza Strip,
calling on the International Criminal Court to investigate them for potential war crimes.

The Israeli embassy did not immediately respond to a request for comment.

On Monday, the Israeli ambassador in Pretoria was recalled to Tel Aviv for consultations ahead
of the vote, which on Tuesday was resoundingly adopted by a 248-91 margin.

The parliamentary resolution was brought by the opposition Economic Freedom Fighters (EFF)
party last week when the governing African National Congress pledged to support what has been
a central diplomatic stance for South Africa since Nelson Mandela became the country's first
democratically elected president in 1994. The chief whip of the ANC, Pemmy Majodina,
amended the last point of the EFF draft resolution calling for the embassy's closure and
diplomatic suspension, to include the words: "... until a ceasefire is agreed to by Israel and Israel
commits to binding United Nations-facilitated negotiations whose outcome must be a just,
sustainable and lasting peace." South Africa has backed the Palestinian cause for statehood in
Israeli-occupied territories for decades, likening the plight of Palestinians to those of the Black
majority during the repressive apartheid-era, a comparison Israel vehemently denies.

The EFF proposed the motion on Thursday in solidarity with the Palestinian people over the
Israeli bombardment and invasion of Hamas-ruled Gaza, prompted by a deadly incursion by
Hamas militants into Israel on Oct. 7.

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Dozens of Israeli settler's storm Al-Aqsa Mosque

On Tuesday, dozens of settlers stormed the Holy Al-Aqsa Mosque, under the protection of the
Israeli occupation police.

The worshipers said that the settlers stormed Al-Agsa from the direction of the Mughariba Gate,
carried out provocative rounds in its courtyards, and performed Talmudic rituals in the vicinity
of the Bab Al-Rahma prayer hall. Meanwhile, the occupation police tightened its military
measures around Al-Agsa.

Pictures were published on social media of members of the occupation police taking pictures
while eating in the courtyard of the Dome of the Rock inside Al-Agsa Mosque.

It is noteworthy that the occupation continues to restrict worshipers, but the measures have
become more brutal since the start of the aggression on the Gaza Strip on the seventh of last
October.

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Israeli authorities demolished a Palestinian house in Jerusalem

On Tuesday, the Israeli occupation municipality demolished a house in the town of Al-Issawiya,
northeast of occupied Jerusalem, with bulldozers after storming the town and besieging the
neighborhood in which the house was located.
According to local sources, the house belongs to the citizen Mahran Darwish, and he lives in it
with his family of five members, noting that the owner of the house was subjected to heavy
financial fines imposed by the occupation municipality before it came to the town today to
demolish it.
It is noteworthy that the occupation forces used the demolition of homes as collective
punishment against Jerusalemites who are prevented from obtaining building permits from the
occupation municipality.
