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UN renews call on Israel to end the practice of administrative detention
of Palestinian activists

The United Nations yesterday renewed its call on Israel to end the illegal practice of
administrative detention of Palestinian activists.

Stephane Dujarric, spokesman for the United Nations Secretary-General, said in a press
briefing that the United Nations has repeatedly called on Israel to end the practice of
administrative detention of Palestinians, either by releasing or charging them.

Asked by a reporter about the continuous Israeli administrative detention of French-
Palestinian lawyer Salah Hammouri, who was on hunger strike along with 29 other
Palestinian administrative detainees demanding an end to their illegal incarceration,
Dujarric said that the Secretary-General is closely following the case of Hammouri and
other Palestinian administrative detainees.

“We are closely following the situation of Mr. Hammouri and other Palestinian
administrative detainees held by Israel. We’re aware that there is about 30 detainees,
including him, who’ve recently ended their hunger strike, which had been going on since
September. And obviously, we have... as you know, we have repeatedly called for Israel to
end the practice of administration detainees by either releasing people or charging them
when there are grounds to do so,” he said.

This call comes in the wake of a statement issued by human rights experts last week on the
situation of Palestinian detainees, expressing their deep concern about the widespread
misuse of administrative and criminal law procedures by the Israeli occupation, and its use
of confidential information against Palestinians, including human rights defenders such as
Hammouri.

They stressed that the occupation authorities targeted Hammouri during the past 20 years
with harassment, arbitrary arrest and detention and other forms of violations, noting that
retaliatory measures against him intensified after he became a human rights defender and
lawyer defending the rights of prisoners through Addameer Prisoner Support and Human
Rights Association, one of six Palestinian civil society organizations that the Israeli
authorities have been harassing for exposing their illegal practices and eventually deemed
them illegal and forced them shut.

The 30 administrative detainees suspended on October 13 their hunger strike, which lasted
for 19 days, to give a chance to the prisoners’ representatives to address their issue with the
Israeli authorities.

More than 780 Palestinians are currently held in administrative detention without charge
or trial; including at least six minors and two women.

From 2015 until this year, the occupation authorities issued more than 9,500 administrative
detention orders, and since the beginning of this year, they have issued about 1,365
administrative detention orders, the highest of which was in August, reaching 272 orders.
Since late 2011, the prisoners carried out more than 400 individual strikes, most of them
against administrative detention, and several were able through their hunger strikes, some
of which lasted for more than 100 days, to force the Israeli authorities to end their
detention.

AMMAN — Secretary General of the Royal Committee for Jerusalem Affairs Abdullah
Kanaan stressed that the Palestinian cause and Jerusalem — despite hundreds resolutions
by the international legitimacy issued by the United Nations, the General Assembly, the
Security Council and other affiliated organisations — are still witnessing a “difficult and
complicated situation”.

Speaking to the Jordan News Agency, Petra, Kanaan said that international resolutions
calling for stopping daily Israeli practices and systematic violations against Palestinians,
including the UNESCO’s Executive Board Resolution No. 215, which stressed that all
Israeli procedures aiming at changing the status quo of the holy city and its legal status are
null and void, described the Palestinian situation as complicated and difficult.

The secretary general said that those following up on the field developments in Palestine
and its besieged population know that the UNESCO resolution came in light of a dangerous
Israeli occupation that adopts the policy of Killing, arrest, forcible migration, confiscating
property and lands, daily raids for Al Aqsa Mosque and besieging Palestinians, mainly in
Gaza.

He also said that the world today is witnessing the brutal repression scenes in Jenin,
Shu’fat camp and Nablus, among other Palestinian cities in Palestine, and the
comprehensive crackdown on Palestinians in all fields, noting that the Jewish holiday
seasons have become a “phenomenon that settlers seize for violence and attacks with the
protection of Israeli forces”.

Kanaan also said that “Israel spreads hate towards millions of Muslims and Christians in
Palestine and the entire world with breaking into their holy sites and depriving them of
their right of worship in these sites”.

The secretary general also called on the world to exert all efforts that can enhance peace in
international relations and not surrender to pressures of the “Zionist lobby that now seeks
to pressure Western governments to move their embassies into the occupied Jerusalem”.
He also said that the committee stresses the unaltered Jordanian stance and support the
Hashemite custodianship on Islamic and Christian holy sites in Jerusalem, adding that the
Kingdom’s position adheres to international peace and security and all international
legitimacy resolutions concerned with the Palestinian cause.

Kanaan also praised the Algeria Agreement that was signed on Thursday and the pan-
Arab position supporting Palestinians towards achieving unity in the face of all Israeli
occupation’s practices and violations.

the Sunni Muslim world’s top religious institution — welcomed on Thursday Australia’s
recent reversal of its 2018 recognition of West Jerusalem (known in Arabic as ‘Al-Quds Al-
Gharbiya’) as Israel’s capital.The religious institution praised the Australian government’s
announcement and affirmed its position on Jerusalem as the “eternal” capital of Palestine,
according to a statement.Al-Azhar reiterated its lack of tolerance for any violation of
Palestinians' rights in reclaiming their land and establishing an independent state.

The Organization of Islamic Cooperation (OIC), the second largest organization after the
United Nations with 57 member states in four continents, also welcomed the decision.
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The Australian Foreign Minister Penny Wong said that the recognition had been a result of
a promise made by former Conservative Prime Minister Scott Morrison to win a by-
election in Wentworth, an Australian electoral division with a large Jewish population.
Wong added that Australia “is committed to a two-state solution in which Israel and a
future Palestinian state coexist, in peace and security, within internationally recognized
borders.”Moreover, the Australian top diplomat said that both she and the current Labor
party government were “supporters of the Palestinian people and that the Australian
government has provided humanitarian support every year since 1951 and advocated for
resumed peace negotiations.” Meanwhile, Israeli forces have been using live rounds, tear
gas, and stun grenades against Palestinian protesters in recent days, leading to dozens of
Palestinians injured in the West Bank. Egypt called on Thursday for the immediate
cessation of ongoing violence, assaults and provocations and for providing security to
civilians whose lives and resources were constantly endangered, a statement by the
Egyptian Foreign Ministry said. The ministry said it is following closely and with deep
concern “Israel's continued violations and dangerous escalation”. It urged major powers
and peace process partners to work on halting violence in the Palestinian lands and to take
immediate action to reduce tensions between Palestinian and Israelis and encourage them
to resume peace talks.

Haaretz: More than 100 settler attacks against
Palestinians in 10 days

Israeli Jewish settlers carried out more than 100 attacks across the West Bank in just ten
days, Haaretz Hebrew newspaper revealed.

According to the paper, most of the reported settler attacks were carried out in northern
West Bank, mainly in Hawara town in Nablus.

However, the Israeli army chief of staff did not address the growing settler violence against
Palestinians when denouncing the settlers' attacks on IOF soldiers.

The newspaper pointed out that male, female and even young settlers were involved in the
reported attacks.Most of the attacks were carried out under IOF protection amid total
impunity, the paper further added.

Since the start of the year, two Palestinians were Kkilled and dozens injured in settler
attacks.

Israeli police forces stormed the Al-Aqsa Mosque in Occupied Jerusalem soon after the
Friday prayer and removed banners glorifying a number of Palestinian martyrs including
Uday al-Tamimi.Dozens of young men had organized a demonstration following the prayer
in supporet of families of martyrs.Tamimi, 22, was killed a couple of days ago by Israeli
security guards near the settlement of Ma’ale Adumim in eastern Jerusalem following an
armed confrontation.

Israel prepares projects to Judaize Jerusalemite neighborhood

The Israeli municipality in Occupied Jerusalem intends to prepare three settlement plans
aimed at increasing the number of Jewish settlers in and around the Palestinian district of
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Sheikh Jarrah.According to Israel Hayom newspaper on Saturday, these plans include the
construction of two apartment buildings for settlers and a commercial facility.

The so-called “Israel land fund”, which is notorious for forging title deeds and property
documents, is believed to be behind these settler projects.

This land fund, along with other settle organizations, actively works on Judaizing the holy
city and expelling its indigenous people, the Jerusalemites, from their homes.

Israel’s Judaization activities started in Silwan district and its nearby areas in 1996 when
the Jewish neighborhood of Ma'ale Hazeitim emerged as a small settlement on the Mount
of Olives in east Jerusalem, inside the Arab neighborhood of Ras al-Amud.

Overnight clashes reported in Occupied Jerusalem

Violent clashes erupted overnight and at dawn Saturday in Occupied Jerusalem after
Israeli police stormed several towns.The confrontations were mainly reported in Jabal
Mukaber, al-Isawiya, and al-Azariya towns, Wadi al-Joz neighborhood and the Old City.
Several citizens suffered from teargas inhalation cases were reported during the clashes,
while a Palestinian was detained in Sur Baher town, south of the occupied city.

Meanwhile, Palestinian resistance fighters managed to target Qalandia checkpoint, north
of Occupied Jerusalem, and a watchtower erected at the entrance to Aboud town,
northwest of Ramallah.

The incidents came a few hours after a group of settlers kidnapped a 14-year-old
Palestinian girl.

The family of Nourhan Al-Sayyad, 14, found their child after hours of reporting her
missing at dawn Friday.

The family affirmed that Nourhan was kidnapped and brutally beaten by a group of
settlers in Al-Tur town in Occupied Jerusalem on Thursday evening.
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Israeli Soldiers Abduct Two Palestinians In Jerusalem And Ramallah

On Saturday evening, Israeli soldiers abducted two young Palestinian men near Jerusalem
and Ramallah in the occupied West Bank.

Media sources said several army jeeps invaded Sur Baher village, southeast of Jerusalem,
searched homes, and abducted Ishaq No’man Affana, 25.

Also, several army jeeps invaded Jabal Al-Mokabber town, southeast of Jerusalem, and
fired many rubber-coated steel bullets, gas bombs, and concussion grenades at Palestinians
who protested the invasion.

The soldiers also abducted a young man after stopping him at a sudden military roadblock
they installed near the illegal Ofra colony, built on Palestinian lands east of Ramallah.

The young man, Rashad Ayyad, 26, from Silwad town, east of Ramallah, was taken to a
nearby military base.
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Israeli Colonizers Kidnap A Palestinian Child In Jerusalem
On Thursday evening, illegal paramilitary colonizers kidnapped a Palestinian child from
her town in occupied Jerusalem, in the West Bank, and assaulted her for several hours.

Media sources said the colonizers kidnapped the child, Nourhan Ahmad Sayyad, 14, near
her home in At-Tour, and assaulted her, causing various injuries.
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A cab driver found the child on the side of the road near the Hebron Gate, and contacted
the police, who returned her to her family.The colonizers left the kidnapped child on the
side of the road before fleeing the area. There have been no reports of arrests.

After the child was abducted, her father and her uncle headed to the police station and
filed several missing person reports, but the police refused to investigate the matter and
attacked the uncle, who was demanding them to start investigating the issue.

Israeli settlers assault Palestinians in Jerusalem's Sheikh Jarrah

Extremist Israeli settlers assaulted Palestinian residents this evening and tore down the
Palestinian flag in the neighborhood of Sheikh Jarrah in occupied Jerusalem, according to
local sources.Witnesses told WAFA that a group of Israeli settlers broke into the
neighborhood and verbally assaulted the local Palestinian residents, shouted profanities at
them and tore down the Palestinian flag. Meanwhile in the occupied West Bank, Israeli
settlers attacked a Palestinian driver and hurled his vehicles with stones at the entrance to
the village of Duma, southeast of Nablus, shattering the windshield of the vehicle. The
driver himself was not injured, and was able to fast drive out of the area.

Attacks by Israeli settlers and army were also reported today in other areas of the West
Bank, including in Hebron province where settlers attacked Palestinian farmers picking
olives near the town of Dura.

Occupation forces arrest father, brother of youth injured in Sheikh Jarrah

Israeli occupation forces this evening arrested the father and brother of Mohammad Rajab
Abu Qteish, a 16-year-old Palestinian teenager who had been shot and injured by Israeli
occupation forces earlier today in the occupied Jerusalem neighborhood of Sheikh Jarrah.
Witnesses told WAFA that Israeli police officers opened gunfire at the teenager and
critically injured him inside a football pitch in the neighborhood, claiming that he had
stabbed an Israeli settler a few minutes earlier.

About two hours after the incident in Sheikh Jarrah, an Israeli army force raided the
teenager’s family home in the town of Anata, northeast of Jerusalem, and arrested his
father, Rajab, and his brother.

Local sources said confrontations erupted between the Israeli army and local Palestinian
residents during the raid, during which the former fired teargas canisters and stun
grenades at the protesters to disperse them.

Israeli occupation forces today raided the village of Biddu, to the northwest of Jerusalem,
and seized the recordings of CCTV cameras at several shops in the village, according to
local sources.
Witnesses told WAFA that the Israeli occupation forces raided a number of shops in the
village and confiscated CCTV camera recordings, sparking confrontations with local
residents. No injuries were reported as a result of the confrontations.
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
