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King receives officials participating in 2022 OSCE Mediterranean
Conference

His Majesty King Abdullah on Monday received participants in the 2022 Organisation for
Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE) Mediterranean Conference, hosted by
Jordan at the Dead Sea.

At Al Husseiniya Palace, King Abdullah met with OSCE Chairman-in-Office Polish
Foreign Minister Zbigniew Rau, OSCE Secretary General Helga Maria Schmid, and North
Macedonia’s Foreign Minister Bujar Osmani, according to a Royal Court statement.

His Majesty expressed pride in Jordan’s strategic ties with OSCE member states,
highlighting the importance of maintaining cooperation and coordination in light of
regional and international challenges.

The King stressed the need to continue the OSCE’s coordination with partners in the
Middle East, and to build on the outcomes of the conference, affirming Jordan’s
commitment to working with the organisation to counter mutual challenges.

The meeting covered regional developments and efforts to reach political solutions to crises
in the region, as well as the need to maintain support for refugees and host countries.

His Majesty reiterated the centrality of the Palestinian cause, reaffirming that there can be
no stability, nor prosperity in the region without a just and comprehensive solution to the
Palestinian cause, on the basis of the two-state solution, guaranteeing the establishment of
an independent Palestinian state on the 4 June 1967 lines, with East Jerusalem as its
capital.

The King also urged maintaining efforts to counter terrorism within a holistic approach.
For their part, the ministers and OSCE officials highlighted the importance of the
conference in enhancing dialogue with the organisation’s partners in the Mediterranean,
citing close cooperation with Jordan on several regional and international issues.

They also commended Jordan’s role in pursuit of peace and prosperity in the region.
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The conference, titled “Advancing security and co-operation in the Mediterranean:
fostering dialogue with the OSCE Mediterranean Partners for Co-operation”, is held with
the participation of 57 countries, including members of the OSCE, six partner countries
from the Mediterranean, and representatives of international organisations

Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ayman Safadi, Director of the Office of His
Majesty Jafar Hassan, and Poland's Ambassador to Jordan Lucjan Karpinski attended the
meeting.

Safadi: Regional security begins with resolving Palestinian-Israeli
conflict, ending occupation

Foreign Minister Ayman Safadi Monday said "security in the Middle East begins with
resolving the Palestinian-Israeli conflict and requires ending the occupation so that the
region can live in peace and security."

In a joint

statement with North Macedonia Foreign Minister Bujar Osmani, Safadi said peace and
stability in the region would enable collective work to address challenges, including
environmental issues and food and energy security.

The statement comes at the heels of the opening of the Mediterranean Conference of the
Organisation for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE), being held in Jordan.
Safadi talked about the need to reach a political solution to the Ukrainian crisis "as soon as
possible," noting the repercussions of the crisis not only on Europe, Ukraine and Russia
but the world.

Safadi, Deputy Prime Minister, highlighted Jordan's "clear" positions that promote the
adherence to international law, the UN Charter and the respect for the sovereignty and
territorial integrity of states.

He added that Jordan's hosting of the conference for the third time reflects the strength of
its partnership with the OSCE and the common interest in developing the partnership and
joint work to counter challenges and uphold security and stability.

He said the partnership reflects the agreement that Jordan and the OSCE define security
in its comprehensive concept, which includes addressing regional tensions and crises in the
region, cooperating in facing challenges related to the environment, creating job
opportunities, food security, energy security and empowering youth and women.
Safadi said, "What we want is to build a better future, full of opportunities and
cooperation, free of neediness, oppression and occupation," adding, '"the dialogue that took
place during the conference was comprehensive and realistic and put all issues and
challenges on the table."

He said that he would hope for the conference to yield decisions capable of creating
practical approaches to address challenges.

He said the Organisation, which has 57 member states, discussed the Palestinian issue
during the conference, adding that "wherever Jordan is present, the Arab Palestinian
position would be present and that of the firm Jordanian position that affirms that there is
no peace, no security and no stability would come to being unless the Palestinian issue is
resolved based on the two-state solution that embodies the independent, sovereign
Palestinian state with occupied Jerusalem as its capital on the June 4, 1967 lines."
"There is an occupation a few kilometres away from where we are sitting today. Therefore,
our rejection of the occupation is a principled position, and our call for dialogue to find a
solution to all conflicts also expresses a principled position," he added.

For his part, Osmani said the conference is an opportunity for all participating members to
strengthen partnerships between Mediterranean countries, urging the need to focus on
security with neighbouring countries.
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He noted the importance of Jordan's active, important and constructive regional role in
cooperation with the OSCE, adding, "The security challenges in the Middle East do not
stop here, but rather travel far from the region."

Osmani added that Jordan is a partner in moving the OSCE agenda forward and a
"reliable" country in realising the current security agenda, noting that organising the
conference would be a joint success and would open new areas for cooperation in the
future.

Premier Shtayyeh hopes G20 summit would recognize State of Palestine,
support full UN membership

Premier Mohammad Shtayyeh today expressed his hopes that the upcoming G20 summit
would recognize the State of Palestine and support Palestine’s bid for full United Nations
membership.

Speaking at a press conference with Indonesian President Joko Widodo at the Presidential
Palace in West Java, Premier Shtayyeh voiced his hopes that the Palestine question would
be placed on the agenda of the upcoming Group of 20 (G20) summit, scheduled in Bali on
Nov 15 and 16.

He also voiced his hopes that the final communiqué of the summit would call for an end to
the foreign Israeli occupation of the Palestinian territories, recognize the State of Palestine,
and support Palestine’s bid for a full membership of the United Nations.

He stated that the Palestine question was facing many challenges as the world was
preoccupied with other issues, creating a political vacuum which requires international
efforts to be filled.

He expressed his gratitude to President Widodo and the Indonesian people for providing
support for efforts aimed at enabling the Palestinian people realize their right to
independence.

“We express our high gratitude to your Majesty for Indonesia's ever-stopping and
unbounded support in political programs or efforts towards independence andobtaining
full membership at the United Nations," Shtayyeh said.

While Israel is bracing for its forthcoming parliamentary elections, scheduled for
November 1, Shtayyeh noted Israel’s elections campaign came at the expense of the
Palestinian people, particularly that the occupation authorities have been denying
Palestinians their right to hold elections, including in Jerusalem.

According to ANTARA News Agency, Indonesia’s national news agency, President Widodo
stated that the Indonesian government was ready to facilitate achieving intra-Palestinian
reconciliation to support full independence of Palestine while emphasizing that unity is the
most important aspect for a nation to realize its independence.

“Hence, the reconciliation process needs to be continuously encouraged, and Indonesia is
ready to facilitate the reconciliation between the factions in Palestine,” he remarked.

The President reiterated his country’s support for Palestine to be accepted as a full
member state of the United Nations, noted that Indonesia’s stance on this issue was the
result of the close relationship between the two countries, while recalling that Palestine was
one of the first countries to recognize Indonesia's independence.

Tackling the issue of Palestine’s independence, President Widodo stated that the “the old
challenge of the settlement of the issue (of independence) of Palestine has not been
successfully resolved through a peaceful and fair solution.”

Hence, he deemed it important to continue to encourage the international community to
offer unwavering support to Palestine in its struggle to gain independence.

Both officials signed a capacity building memorandum of understanding to support the
establishment of an independent Food and Drug Authority in Palestine.
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Indeonesia’s national news agency (ANTARA) said that Indonesia provided assistance in
the form of training and capacity building for 1,257 Palestinians in the fields of
infrastructure, technology, information, tourism, light manufacturing, and agriculture
worth US$1.5 million for Palestinians under the framework of the Conference on
Cooperation among East Asian Countries for Palestinian Development (CEAPAD) as well
as assistance of Rp20 billion for construction of the Indonesian Cardiac Center at the As-
Shifa Hospital in Gaza.

Scores of extremist settlers storm Al-Aqsa Mosque

Dozens of Jewish extremist settlers early Monday stormed the Al-Aqsa Mosque/ al-Haram
al-Sharif compound in occupied East Jerusalem.

The Islamic Awqaf and Al-Aqsa Affairs said in a statement that today’s raid was
conducted through al-Magharebah Gate in successive groups under heavy protection of
Israeli police.

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Israeli police impose restrictions on Sheikh Jarrah

Israeli police on Sunday imposed strict security measures on the Sheikh Jarrah
neighborhood in Occupied Jerusalem, turning it into a military barracks.

According to SAFA news agency, Israeli police blocked the main road axis leading to the
crossroad of the so-called Tomb of Simeon the Just.

The closure was imposed in the evening and will last until Monday evening to facilitate the
Jewish settlers’ incursions into the Tomb.

Palestinian families in Sheikh Jarrah are concerned about the possible launch of new
settlers’ attack to coincide with the incursions into the site.

In the center of the neighborhood, there is a cave carved into the rock, which is sealed and
guarded, surrounded by parked vehicles, and filled with Hebrew signs. Hundreds of Jewish
settlers break into the cave and perform Talmudic rituals.

Since the Israeli occupation of East Jerusalem in 1967, Jewish settlers have taken over the
cave and used it as a synagogue.

Israel renews the administrative detention of a Palestinian prisoner
despite a court ruling not to renew it

The Israeli occupation authorities recently renewed the administrative detention order
against Musllam Gwanmeh, 22, from Jalazon refugee camp, near Ramallah, despite a
decision by the military court that says his current administrative detention order is the
last one to be issued against him, today said the Palestinian Prisoner Society (PPS).
It said that the occupation authorities deliberately issued the order against him on the day
he was scheduled to be released.
Gwanmeh was detained on October 16, 2020. He was sentenced to prison for seven months
and then placed in administrative detention at the end of his prison term. Since then, five
administrative orders were issued against him.
