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Crown Prince delivers Jordan’s address
at Arab Summit in Algeria

Deputising for His Majesty King Abdullah, His Royal Highness Crown Prince Al
Hussein bin Abdullah II on Wednesday headed Jordan’s delegation at the 31st
Ordinary Session of the Council of the League of Arab States at the Summit Level, held
in Algeria.

Delivering Jordan’s address at the summit, Crown Prince Al Hussein said global
crises demand integrated Arab action to counter them.

"It is time we worked together to build real and effective Arab economic
cooperation networks," His Royal Highness said.

Turning to the Palestinian cause, the Crown Prince said: "It is our duty, as Arab
states, to step up our efforts alongside relevant international actors, in order to resume
the peace process and support the steadfastness of our Palestinian brothers and sisters
on their land." His Royal Highness reaffirmed that just and comprehensive peace
continues to be a strategic option for Arab states.

"As for Jerusalem, it is the centre of our unity and joint defence of our entire
nation’s identity," the Crown Prince said at the summit.

His Royal Highness added that the stability and security of Iraq is key to the
region’s stability and security, noting that there is no alternative than collective action
to reach a political solution to the crisis in Syria. '""We must also strive for solutions that
restore security and stability for our brothers and sisters in Yemen and Libya," the
Crown Prince said. Following is the English translation of the full speech:

I also extend thanks to President Kais Saied and the Republic of Tunisia, for
their great efforts in undertaking the responsibilities of chairing the previous Summit.

My thanks as well to the League of Arab States for organising this Summit, and
for their efforts to follow up on the decisions and recommendations of previous
summits. Your Highnesses, Excellencies, It is time we worked together to build real and
effective Arab economic cooperation networks, to put our countries on the global
economic map. lobal crises such as the ramifications of the COVID pandemic and the
crisis in Ukraine demand integrated Arab action to counter them, especially given their
implications on energy and price hikes, public debt service costs, and economic
slowdowns threatening nations’ stability and security.

And as we face similar challenges and shared opportunities, we must capitalise
on the promising potential in trade, investment, industry, tourism, and agriculture. The
need to bolster food security, as well as energy and water resources, is now at the
forefront of global challenges, demanding that we build on each Arab country’s points
of strength to turn them into advantages for all our countries.

The vast natural resources in the Arab world, its strategic location, Arab trade

agreements with other countries, and the immense potential of our youth these are all
advantages which, if properly tapped, can lead us to an economic resurgence and a
brighter future of prosperity for our peoples.
Your Highnesses, Excellencies, Just and comprehensive peace on the basis of the two-
state solution, the Arab Peace Initiative, international law and relevant UN resolutions
continues to be our strategic option, guaranteeing the establishment of an independent,
sovereign, and viable Palestinian state on the June 4th, 1967 lines, with East Jerusalem
as its capital. And it is our duty, as Arab states, to step up our efforts alongside relevant
international actors, in order to resume the peace process and support the steadfastness
of our Palestinian brothers and sisters on their land.

As for Jerusalem, it is the centre of our unity and joint defence of our entire
nation’s identity. And Jordan, under the Hashemite Custodianship of Islamic and
Christian holy sites in the city, will continue to undertake its historical role in
safeguarding these holy places, in cooperation with you and our brothers in the
Palestinian National Authority.

Your Highnesses, Excellencies, The stability and security of Iraq is key to the
region’s stability and security. It is incumbent upon us to support our brothers and
sisters in Iraq, to enable them to progress further towards stability and achievements,
so that Iraq can assume its prominent place once more in its Arab region.

As for Syria, there is no alternative to collective action than a political solution
that encompasses all components of the Syrian people, safeguards Syria’s sovereignty,
unity, as well as its territorial integrity, and guarantees the voluntary and safe return of
refugees. We must also strive for solutions that restore security and stability for our
brothers and sisters in Yemen and Libya. Stability is critical to achieve the bright
future we seek, and it is our responsibility, all of us, to resolve Arab crises.

Your Highnesses, Excellencies,
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Our vibrant, and ambitious young people are our responsibility, and we must
provide the opportunities that can grow their potential and unleash their creativity,
empowering them to actively contribute to building their countries’ promising future,
and become a force to be reckoned with towards peace and sustainable development, in
the best interest of our region and our world.

Peace, God’s mercy and blessings be upon you."

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Arab Summit affirms centrality of Palestinian cause and support for
Palestinian rights

The final communique issued today at the conclusion of the 31st Arab Summit
held over the past two days at the Algerian capital affirmed the centrality of the
Palestinian cause and expressed unqualified support for the inalienable rights of the
Palestinian people, including their right to freedom, self-determination and the
establishment of the fully sovereign and independent Palestinian state on the June 4,
1967 lines with East Jerusalem as its capital, and the right of return and compensation
for Palestinian refugees in accordance with United Nations General Assembly
Resolution 194 of 1948.

It also affirmed Arab adherence to the 2002 Arab Peace Initiative with all its
elements and priorities, commitment to a just and comprehensive peace as a strategic
option to end the Israeli occupation of all Arab lands, including the Syrian Golan, and
the Lebanese Mazare Shebaa and Kafr Shuba Hills, and to resolve the Arab-Israeli
conflict on the basis of the principle of land for peace, international law and relevant
international resolutions.

The communique stressed the need to continue efforts and actions to protect
occupied Jerusalem and its holy sites, and to defend it in the face of the rejected and
condemned attempts of the occupiers to change its demographics, Arab Islamic and
Christian identity and its historical and legal status quo, including by supporting the
historical Hashemite guardianship to protect Islamic and Christian holy sites and
the Jerusalem Wagqf (endowments) and Al-Aqsa Affairs Department affiliated with the
Jordanian Ministry of Endowments and Islamic Sanctuaries as the exclusive authority,
as well as the role of Al-Quds Committee and Beit Mal Al-Quds in defending the city of
Jerusalem and supporting the resilience of its people.

It called for lifting the Israeli siege on the Gaza Strip, condemning the use of
force by the occupying power against the Palestinians, and all barbaric practices,
including assassinations and arbitrary arrests, and calling for the release of all
prisoners and detainees, especially children, women, the sick and the elderly.

The communique affirmed the adoption and support of the State of Palestine’s
approach to obtain full membership in the United Nations, calling on countries that
have not yet recognized the State of Palestine to do so, with the need to support
Palestinian legal efforts and actions aimed at holding the Israeli occupation accountable
for the war crimes and crimes against humanity that it has committed and is still
committing against the Palestinian people.

It praised the Arab efforts exerted to unify the Palestinian ranks and welcomed
the signing of the ""Algeria Declaration" by the Palestinian parties, emanating from the
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“Unification Conference for Achieving Palestinian National Unity", held in Algeria on
October 11-13, 2022, and emphasizing the need to unify the efforts of Arab countries to
accelerate the achievement of this goal.

The Palestinian Mission to the UK welcomed in a statement the clarification by
10 Downing Street today that “the UK has no plans to move its embassy to Israel from
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Tel Aviv.” Ambassador Husam Zomlot said: “We would like to thank the UK
government, opposition parties, faith leaders, activists and members of the public
whose efforts have helped keep the UK in line with international law on the matter."

He added; “The question about the location of the UK’s embassy should never
have been asked in the first place.

“We call on the British government to play an active role,
recognize the State of Palestine, affirm the UK’s support for the rights of Palestinian
refugees, ban all illegal goods and products from settlement in occupied territories and
sanction companies working in and profiting from them. “The full and equal
application of international law is the way forward towards a lasting and just peace."

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UK scraps plan to shift British embassy to Jerusalem

A Downing Street spokesperson has confirmed to Middle East Eye there are no
“current” plans to change the embassy location from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem.

United Kingdom Prime Minister Rishi Sunak has dumped plans to shift the
country's embassy in Israel from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem.

In a shock development, a Downing Street spokesperson told foreign journalists
at a press briefing on Wednesday that the controversial plan to shift the embassy had
been dropped.

A spokesperson told Middle East Eye '"there are no current plans to change the
location of our embassy"'.

The spokesperson did not say whether an official review into the potential move,
set in motion by Rishi Sunak's predecessor, Liz Truss, had been abandoned.

However, Middle East Eye understands from Conservative Party sources that
Downing Street would not have been so emphatic if the enquiry was ongoing.

Change of heart

Sunak's last-minute volte-face comes as a blow to the pro-Israel lobby group
Conservative Friends of Israel (CFI).

As Middle East Eye revealed, James Gurd, the director of CFI, went to the
length of sending a briefing note to MPs making the case for a move along with a
"suggested casework response" for MPs to send to constituents.

To add to the pressure, Board of Deputies President Marie van der Zyl urged
then-Prime Minister Liz Truss to press ahead with the shift when speaking at the CFI
reception at a Tory conference last month.

Van der Zyl told the audience, which included the prime minister, cabinet
ministers and MPs: '""We are really hopeful that the government is going to move the
embassy, like America, to Jerusalem - the capital of Israel."

Israeli ambassador to the UK Tzipi Hotovely, who was also present, added:
"There is just one capital to Israel, Jerusalem.

"For the last two thousand years it's been Jerusalem, always our spiritual home.
We can't ignore the historic truth."

Plans for the change ran into opposition from religious leaders. The Archbishop
of Canterbury told Middle East Eye of his concern about '"the potential impact of
moving the British Embassy in Israel from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem before a negotiated
settlement between Palestinians and Israelis has been reached".
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In an unprecedented move, senior Muslim figures in Jerusalem wrote to King
Charles expressing their '"deep concern'" about the consequences of moving the
embassy from its current location.

One Kuwaiti MP, Osama al-Shaheen, also warned that such a move could
scupper the free trade agreement between the UK and the six countries of the Gulf
Cooperation Council - which includes Kuwait - due to be signed by the end of the year.

The Downing Street change of heart was welcomed by Conservative Friends of
Palestine. A spokesperson told Middle East Eye: "We welcome the news that common
sense has prevailed, and that the prime minister is becoming aware of the sensitivities
involved and legal issues surrounding the matter."

Chris Doyle, director of the Council for Arab-British Understanding, told
Middle East Eye on Wednesday: "Just contemplating moving the British embassy to
Israel was rash and reckless, akin to tossing a hand grenade into a volcano. Britain was
messing with the future of Jerusalem, perhaps the most contested city on earth.

"It returns Britain to the long-standing international consensus that the fate of
Jerusalem must be decided through negotiation, leading to a solution that is inclusive of
all stakeholders, Israeli, Palestinian, Christian, Muslim and Jewish - rather than one
single party," he added.

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Over 130 settlers defile Agsa under police guard

Dozens of extremist Jewish settlers escorted by police forces desecrated the Aqsa
Mosque in Occupied Jerusalem on Wednesday morning and later in the afternoon.

According to al-Qastal News website, at least 136 settlers entered the Mosque in
groups through its Maghariba Gate and toured its courtyards under police guard.

During their tours at the Islamic holy site, the settlers received lectures from rabbis
about the alleged temple mount and a number of them provocatively performed Talmudic
prayers. The Aqsa Mosque is exposed to daily desecration by Jewish settlers and police
forces in the morning and the afternoon except on Fridays and Saturdays.

The Israeli police close al-Maghariba Gate, which is used by Jews to enter the
Mosque, at 10:30 am after the settlers complete their morning tours at the holy site. Later
in the afternoon, the same gate is reopened for evening tours by settlers.

During the presence of settlers inside the Mosque compound, entry restrictions are
imposed on Muslim worshipers at the entrances leading to the Mosque and their IDs could
be seized until they leave the holy place.

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IOF arrests 5 Palestinians in Ramallah, Jerusalem

The Israeli occupation forces (IOF) arrested five Palestinians in Ramallah and
Jerusalem at dawn Tuesday.

Local sources affirmed that three Palestinians were detained in Qalandia refugee
camp in Occupied Jerusalem.

Two more youths were rounded up after IOF broke into their family house in Deir
Ghassaneh, northwest of Ramallah.

Earlier Monday, 14 Palestinians were detained during a large-scale IOF raid and
arrest campaign throughout the West Bank and Jerusalem.
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4,700 Palestinian prisoners are held in Israeli jails, including 30 female prisoners,
190 minors, and 800 administrative detainees.

1200 IOF, settler attacks during October 2022

The Israeli occupation forces (IOF) and settler groups have carried out more than
1,200 attacks against Palestinians and their property over the past month.

The Commission for the Resistance of the Wall and Settlements revealed in its
monthly report issued on Tuesday that 224 attacks were carried out in al-Khalil, 220 in
Nablus, and 201 in Ramallah.

The report documented 254 settler attacks in the same reported period, including
111 attacks in Nablus and 50 in Ramallah.

Over the past month, 43 Palestinian facilities were demolished including 22 in al-
Khalil, 10 in Ramallah and 6 in Occupied Jerusalem.

1,584 trees were either damaged or uprooted in settler attacks during October, the
sources added.

616 dunums were also confiscated in West Bank while 11 new settlement projects
were approved.

During October, 399 raids were carried out in Occupied Jerusalem during which
287 Palestinians were detained, including 18 women and 41 children.

8,531 Jewish settlers stormed al-Aqsa Mosque during the same reported period.
