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King, UAE president hold talks in Amman

Amman, Aug. 2 (Petra) His Majesty King Abdullah and United Arab Emirates President Sheikh
Mohamed bin Zayed Al Nahyan on Wednesday held talks at Basman Palace.

The two leaders discussed means of enhancing strategic cooperation, especially economic, investment,
and development partnerships.During the talks, attended by His Royal Highness Crown Prince Al
Hussein bin Abdullah II and UAE Vice President, Deputy Prime Minister, and Minister of the
Presidential Court Sheikh Mansour bin Zayed Al Nahyan, King Abdullah and Sheikh Mohamed stressed
the need to maintain coordination on issues of mutual concern, in service of Arab causes and regional
security and stability.His Majesty commended the UAE’s role in defending Arab causes at the United
Nations Security Council, as a non-permanent member.For his part, Sheikh Mohamed said the two
countries share similar visions to achieve sustainable development for their peoples, and to advance
peace, stability, and prosperity in the region.Discussions covered regional and international issues,
foremost of which is the Palestinian cause and efforts to reach just and comprehensive peace, on the basis
of the two-state solution, in addition to efforts to reach political solutions to regional and international
crises....

AMMAN — Jordan plays an indispensable role in tackling regional crises and maintaining stability, and
any efforts sans the Kingdom’s contribution will fail, said Cypriot President Nikos Christodoulides.In an
exclusive interview with The Jordan Times, President Christodoulides, who began his official duties on
March 1 of this year, noted that one of his first meetings on his visit to Jordan was with His Majesty King
Abdullah. “T consider this visit as very important because for us, Jordan is a country of priority,” he
added.
“We fully recognise His Majesty and Jordan’s role as a pillar of stability in a very difficult
neighbourhood,” he said.Jordan and Cyprus share common challenges and to successfully tackle them,
the Kingdom needs to be a part of these efforts, the president said.
“For example, the Middle East peace process, the Syrian issue, the issue of refugees. Without Jordan
having a major role in addressing those issues, there is no way that we can solve the problem,” President
Christodoulides said.
Turning towards bilateral ties, which the president described as particularly “excellent” over the last six to
seven years, President Christodoulides noted the presence of a “clear political will from both sides to
enhance them on issues that impact the daily life of people”.
He also noted the importance of the trilateral partnership between Jordan, Cyprus and Greece, stating:
“We need developments that would touch the ordinary Cypriots, Greeks and Jordanians. The firefighting
is one aspect, trade is another aspect, tourism is another aspect. There are a lot of opportunities.”During
the 2023 UN General Assembly, foreign ministers of Cyprus, Greece and Jordan will meet in New York
in order to prepare for high-level meetings between the leaders of all three countries, which will take
place in Cyprus by the end of October.
Regarding funding shortages for refugee support, the president said: “We fully disagree with the decision
to decrease the funds given that Jordan doesn’t receive the assistance that it should receive from the
international community.”He asserted that other countries receive a disproportionately higher amount of
funding to address the number of migrants they receive compared to the quantity of migrants in Jordan.
“We’ll raise this issue in the EU,” he said.“I know very well that a great majority of refugees that live in
Jordan have the same access to services like the Jordanians. They have the same access to schools, health
and all those issues. This is not a given, and this is not the case in all countries,” the president said.In
discussing the Middle East peace process, the president reaffirmed that although Cyprus has a “good
relationship with Israel”, “our position on the solution of the Palestinian issue is clear — two-state
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solution, a solution based on the UN Security Council resolution”. “We fully support, and are in favour of
the Hashemite Custodianship over the Holy Sites in Jerusalem. We cannot have a Middle East peace
process without Jordan playing a leading role,” he added.He noted that as an EU member, Cyprus will
leverage their influence to reignite Middle East peace talks.

RAMALLAH, Wednesday, August 2, 2023 (WAFA) - President Mahmoud Abbas today told his Cypriot
President Nicos Christodoulides during a meeting at the presidential headquarters in Ramallah that the
international community must put a stop to Israel's behavior as a state above the law.After reviewing the
guard of honor while the Palestinian and Cypriot national anthems were played, the two leaders held talks
on strengthening bilateral relations and discussed the latest developments in the Palestinian issue, as well
as efforts by the far-right Israeli government to destroy all hopes for peace and stability in the region.The
President expressed his appreciation for the important political role played by Cyprus within the
framework of the European Union to achieve peace in accordance with United Nations resolutions, and
said: "We look forward to complementing this vital role by supporting the State of Palestine’s efforts for
full membership in the United Nations, and obtaining recognition from more European countries in the
State of Palestine to preserve the last chance for a two-state solution based on international law.”He
added: “We briefed our guest, the president, on what is happening in the Palestinian territories at the
hands of successive Israeli governments, including the current extremist government that practices
persecution, racism, land theft and desecration of holy places by its forces and terrorist settlers, who are
rushing to destroy the foundations of the political process, which requires a serious stand by the
international community in order to stop Israel's behavior as a racist state above the law in order to
achieve security and peace for all in our region and the world."For his part, President Christodoulides said
he is keen to strengthen the bilateral relationship between the two countries and peoples, stressing his
country's support for peace on the basis of the two-state solution and the establishment of the Palestinian
state on the 1967 borders with East Jerusalem as its capital.The President of Cyprus stressed the
importance of deepening tripartite cooperation between Cyprus, Palestine and Greece.The meeting was
attended by Member of the Executive Committee of the Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO), Ziad
Abu Amr, Minister of Foreign Affairs and Expatriates Riyad Malki, Head of the General Intelligence
Service Majed Faraj, Presidential Spokesman Nabil Abu Rudeineh, Presidential Advisor for Diplomatic
Affairs Majdi al-Khalidi, and Ambassador of the State of Palestine to Cyprus Abdullah al-Attari.

JERUSALEM — Israeli Heritage Minister Amichai Eliyahu of the far-right Otzma Yehudit party urged
the Israeli government on Wednesday to annex the West Bank, calling the Green Line that separates
Israel from the occupied Palestinian territories territory “fictitious.”
“I don’t really think there is a Green Line. It’s a fictitious line. This is our homeland. This is where
the Jewish people arose. The attitude of the State of Israel that there are two states here is a mistake. We
should impose sovereignty on Judea and Samaria,” he told Army Radio, using the biblical name for the
West Bank.
“We should advance this as quickly as possible, as smartly as possible. We should begin to say this
everywhere, to create international recognition that this place is ours. In Judea and Samaria, everyone
understands that our roots and history are there, and therefore, I think that the entire Green Line is just an
abnormality. There is a distorted reality that we need to erase,” Times of Israel reported.The Green Line
demarcated the border between Israel and its neighbors under the 1949 Armistice Agreements that ended
the war.
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Dozens of Israeli settlers break into Jerusalem's Aqsa Mosque

JERUSALEM, Wednesday, August 2, 2023 (WAFA) — Dozens of fanatic Israeli settlers Wednesday
morning broke into the compounds of al-Agsa Mosque under heavy protection from the Israeli police.The
extremist settlers, divded into groups, raided the holy Islamic Mosque from al-Maghariba gate and took
provocative tours in its compounds.It added that the settlers performed Talmudic rituals in the eastern part
of the Mosque.This comes at a time as Israeli forces intensify measures against Palestinians coming from
Jerusalem to enter the Mosque, inspecting their IDs and briefly detaining them.

JERUSALEM, Wednesday, August 2, 2023 (WAFA) — Palestinians seeking to celebrate the successful
achievement of East Jerusalem high school students in the general matriculation exams were banned by
the Israeli occupation authorities from holding a celebration party in their city, according to local
sources. The Israeli occupation forces today summoned the president of Silwan Club, Ahmad Ghoul, and
after holding and interrogating him for three hours at a police station in West Jerusalem, he was ordered
not to hold the party in his club or face severe punishment.The order, according to these sources, was
issued by the racist and fascist minister Itamar Ben Gvir, who said in the letter that in his capacity as
minister of internal security, he bans holding this celebration at Silwan Club or at any other place in
Jerusalem or Israel.

The celebration was planned for today during which prizes would be handed to the students who passed
the general exams with high scores, a celebration held every year in occupied Jerusalem.

Israel has been limiting and restricting Palestinian events in their occupied city under different pretexts, a
step seen by the 350,000 residents of the occupied city as discriminatory and intended to cancel their
presence in the city in favor of Jewish settlers.The Israeli occupation authorities have closed the offices of
dozens of Palestinian social organizations in the city claiming they are funded by the Palestinian
Authority. The 1993 Oslo Accords allows the opening of Palestinian offices in the occupied section of
Jerusalem as well as an office for the Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO), and to hold events in the
city. However, Israel later reneged on this agreement and closed the PLO office and all other Palestinian
offices, including the Chamber of Commerce. It is currently targeting Palestinian schools in the city,
barring them from teaching the Palestinian curriculum and textbooks and replacing them with Israeli-
issued and distorted textbooks.

Director of the Turkish Association for Solidarity with Palestine, Ibrahim al-Ali, said that
opening the museum aims at introducing the history and culture of Palestine to the Arab
andMuslim communities in addition to the Turkish people and tourists.The Palestinian researcher
al-Ali extended thanks to the Palestinian activists in Tiirkiye who worked hard until the opening
of the museum despite the difficulties they faced, such as the scarcity of Palestinian historical
holdings in Tiirkiye.On the 20th of July, the Turkish Association for Solidarity with Palestine
opened the museum in Istanbul with the aim of introducing the history and culture of Palestine in
a way that supports the Palestinian narrative as part of the Palestinian struggle.
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
