Israel: Palestinian citizens help to defend Al-Aqsa Mosque in
occupied Jerusalem
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King meets Italy PM, stresses importance of enhancing political, economic
cooperation

His Majesty King Abdullah on Monday discussed with Italian Prime Minister Georgia Meloni
bilateral ties and the latest regional and international developments, according to a Royal
Hashemite Court (RHC) statement.At the meeting, held at the Presidency of the Council of
Ministers at Chigi Palace, King Abdullah stressed Jordan’s keenness to bolster the friendly
relations between Jordan and Italy and the importance of strengthening political and economic
cooperation.His Majesty expressed appreciation for the development support provided by Italy,
emphasising Jordan’s keenness to enhance economic, defence, and security cooperation.

The meeting covered means of bolstering the partnership between Jordan and Italy in tourism,
trade, investment, agriculture, and water, in addition to energy and infrastructure.The King
further underscored the importance of enhancing cooperation and regional integration,
reaffirming the need to include Palestinians in regional projects to catalyse peace efforts.
His Majesty praised Italy and the European Union’s supportive position towards efforts to
achieve peace.The King stressed the need to step up efforts to end the Palestinian-Israeli conflict
on the basis of the two-state solution, guaranteeing the establishment of an independent
Palestinian state on the 4 June 1967 lines with East Jerusalem as its capital. His Majesty also
noted Jordan’s continued efforts towards safeguarding Islamic and Christian holy sites in
Jerusalem, under the Hashemite Custodianship.The refugee crisis and its ramifications on host
communities were also discussed, as well as the need for political solutions to the region’s crises
to prevent in order to prevent new refugee influxes and enable the safe return of refugees to their
countries.For her part, the Italian prime minister commended the strong ties between Jordan and
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Italy, noting that the Kingdom is an integral partner for Italy in the Middle East.Prime Minister
Meloni commended Jordan’s efforts towards countering terrorism and extremism as part of the
Agaba Process initiative, praising His Majesty’s role in highlighting the true image of Islam.The
prime minister stressed Italy’s firm position in supporting the two-state solution as a means to
achieve peace between the Palestinians and the Israelis and end the conflict.
Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ayman Safadi, Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of
Staff Maj. Gen. Yousef Huneiti, Director of the Office of His Majesty Jafar Hassan, Jordan’s
Ambassador to Italy Qais Abu Daieh, and a number of senior Italian officials attended the
meeting.

Earlier, an official welcoming ceremony was held for His Majesty upon arrival at Chigi Palace.

Malki hands over file on Israeli grave crimes against Palestinian people to
ICC Prosecutor

Minister of Foreign Affairs and affairs Expatriates Riyad al-Malki handed over to the Prosecutor
of the International Criminal Court, Karim Khan, a file on the Israeli grave crimes committed
against the Palestinian people.

This came during a meeting ahead of the 22nd session of the Assembly of States Parties to the
Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court (ICC) in the Hague, which ends on the 10™ of
this month.

Malki stressed the importance of the ICC and its role in achieving justice for the Palestinian
people and holding war criminals accountable in light of the rise to power of an extremist
Israeli government of terrorist settlers, who bluntly express their support for extrajudicial killing
of Palestinians, their forcible expulsion, and settlement expansion.

He stressed that all of these crimes fall within the jurisdiction of the ICC, affirming the
importance of expediting the criminal investigation and bringing criminals before international
justice, which he stressed will contribute to the protection of the Palestinian people and deter
crimes committed against them.

He noted that the state of Palestine continues to cooperate with the ICC and the staff of the
Prosecutor to submit all documented information that prove that Israeli military and civilian
officials have committed serious and continuous crimes against the Palestinian people.

He called on the ICC Prosecutor to pay a visit to Palestine and give priority to achieving justice.

First conference of UN Committee on Exercise of Inalienable Rights of

The first conference of the United Nations Committee on the Exercise of the Inalienable Rights
of the Palestinian People was inaugurated at the headquarters of the Senegalese Ministry of
Foreign Affairs in the capital, Dakar, at the invitation of the Senegalese President and Minister of
Foreign Affairs.

The delegation was headed by the Chairman of the Committee, the Ambassador of Senegal to the
United Nations, Cheikh Niang, accompanied by the Permanent Representative of the State of
Palestine to the United Nations, Ambassador Riyad Mansour, the ambassadors of Indonesia,
Cuba, and Namibia to the United Nations and their secretariats at the Palestine division in the
United Nations.
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The Permanent Representative of Palestine to the UN addressed the Palestinian activity,
particularly in the upcoming year, the Nakba (Catastrophe) events in the upcoming May, and the
appeal to the International Court of Justice (ICJ).

Mansour expressed thanks on behalf of President Mahmoud Abbas and the Palestinian people to
the Senegalese president, government, and people for their support to the Palestinian people.
During the conference, speeches were delivered by the representative of the Senegalese Foreign
Minister and the Dean of the Diplomatic Corps, the Ambassador of Cameroon, and Ambassador
Cheikh Niang, during which they affirmed their support for the Palestinian people in their quest
for the full attainment of their rights.

Hamas warns of Israeli plots against Al-Aqsa

The Hamas Movement has warned of the dangerous Israeli plans that aim at increasing the
Jewish settlers’ incursions into the Al-Agsa Mosque, stressing that such plans will not go
unnoticed.

In a political note sent on Monday to 50 embassies and international organizations located in the
occupied Palestinian territories, the Movement said that the Jewish settler leaders have asked for
more freedom in breaking into the Al-Agsa Mosque through more gates and for longer time,
adding that the Israeli police command expressed willingness to respond positively to the
demands.

“Such Israeli plans are dangerous,” the Movement affirmed, pointing out that the Israeli plots
would lead to escalating tensions in the occupied Palestinian territories.

Hamas reiterated that the Palestinian people are ready to defend their lands and sanctities and
will confront these plans at all costs, noting that the continuous Israeli attacks against the
Palestinian people, lands, and sanctities will not grant Israel security or legitimacy.

It called on all international organizations to act urgently to check Israel’s plans and its repeated
violations against the Palestinian lands and people and to help the Palestinian people achieve
freedom and self-determination.

Over 240 settlers defile Aqsa Mosque
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Dozens of extremist Jewish settlers escorted by police officers desecrated the Aqsa Mosque in
Occupied Jerusalem on Monday morning and later in the afternoon.

According to al-Qastal News website, at least 243 settlers entered the Mosque in groups through
its Maghariba Gate and toured its courtyards under police guard.

A number of settlers also performed Talmudic prayers in the eastern area of the Mosque.
Meanwhile, the Israeli occupation police continued to impose restrictions on the entry of Muslim
worshipers to the Mosque, especially those who came from different areas of Jerusalem and
1948 occupied Palestine.Recently, Jerusalemite activists and religious figures called on their
compatriots to intensify their presence at the Agsa Mosque, especially during the coming days,
warning that Jewish settler groups intend to mark the eight-day Hanukkah holiday at the Islamic
holy site.

Israeli court upholds demolition of residential building in Jerusalem

An Israeli occupation court today upheld the demolition of a residential building in the East
Jerusalem neighborhood of Silwan, according to WAFA correspondent.

She said that the court issued a ruling rejecting the postponement or freezing of the demolition of
the 10-apartment building, located in Wadi Qaddum neighborhood, south of Al-Aqsa Mosque
compound, and giving the approximately 100 occupants until Wednesday, December 7, to self-
demolish the building or pay exorbitant costs if the Jerusalem Municipality carries out the
demolition.

Two of the families living in the building have already had their former residential apartments
demolished. It would be the second time for them to be displaced.

Silwan town occupies an area of 5,640 donums and consists of 12 neighborhoods occupied by
58,500 Palestinians. A total of 78 colonial settlement outposts, housing 2,800 settlers, are built
on the town’s land.Using the pretext of illegal building, Israel demolishes houses on a regular
basis to restrict Palestinian expansion in occupied Jerusalem.

At the same time, the municipality and government build tens of thousands of housing units in
illegal settlements in East Jerusalem for Jews with a goal to offset the demographic balance in
favor of the Jewish settlers in the occupied city.

Although Palestinians in East Jerusalem, a part of the internationally recognized Palestinian
Territory that has been subject to Israeli military occupation since 1967, they are denied their
citizenship rights and are instead classified only as "residents" whose permits can be revoked if
they move away from the city for more than a few years.

They are also discriminated against in all aspects of life including housing, employment and
services, and are unable to access services in the West Bank due to the construction of Israel's
separation wall.According to a report by the Israeli human rights group B’Tselem, the Israeli
High Court could be liable for war crimes for their policies that led to the dispossession of
Palestinians from their properties in Area C of the West Bank.

The report, Fake Justice, shows that the court’s support of Israeli planning policy is tantamount
to support for dispossession and forcible transfer of Palestinians, a war crime under international
law.

Israeli Army Demolishes A Mosque Near Hebron

On Monday, Israeli soldiers demolished a mosque in a Palestinian village near Hebron, in the
southern part of the occupied West Bank.Media sources said several military vehicles and
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bulldozers invaded the Khallet Taha village in Doura town, southwest of Hebron, and
surrounded the area of a local mosque.

The sources added that the soldiers demolished the local Rasoul Allah Mosque (The Prophet of
God Mosque), roughly about 100 square meters.Khallet Taha is one of the several areas in
Hebron targeted by illegal Israeli colonialist activities, especially since Israel is trying to annex
3000 Dunams of Palestinian lands to expand the illegal Nagihot colony, built on stolen
Palestinian lands.All of Israel’s colonies in the occupied West Bank, including those in and
around occupied East Jerusalem, are illegal under International Law, the Fourth Geneva
Convention in addition to various United Nations and Security Council resolutions. They also
constitute war crimes under International Law.Article 49 of the Fourth Geneva Convention
states: “The Occupying Power shall not deport or transfer parts of its own civilian population
into the territory it occupies.” It also prohibits the “individual or mass forcible transfers, as well
as deportations of protected persons from occupied territory”.

Israel: Palestinian citizens help to defend Al-Aqsa Mosque in occupied
Jerusalem

Hundreds of Palestinian citizens of Israel headed to Al-Aqgsa Mosque in occupied Jerusalem on
Sunday to defend the sanctuary against Israeli aggression, Safa news agency has reported.
Organisers said that hundreds of Palestinians from several Arab cities in Israel boarded a convoy
of buses in the evening to perform prayers in support of the Jerusalemites who stand up against
the daily raids at the mosque by illegal Israeli settlers and occupation forces.
The Israeli occupation authorities place many obstacles in the way of the Palestinian citizens of
Israel when they travel to Al-Aqsa Mosque. Many are banned from entering Jerusalem or Al-
Agsa, including Sheikh Raed Salah and Sheikh Kamal Al-Khateeb, the head and deputy head of
the Islamic Movement in Israel.
During Jewish holidays, all Palestinians in Israel and the occupied territories are banned from
going to Jerusalem. Such bans, said Safa, are part of the Israeli plan to detach them issues
surrounding the Noble Sanctuary of Al-Agsa.
