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Jordan condemns ongoing Israeli war crimes in Gaza

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Expatriates Saturday condemned ongoing war crimes by the
Israeli occupation army in Gaza, the latest of which was targeting displaced people at the
UNRWA-run Al-Fakhoura and Tal Al-Zaatar Schools.
The ministry called it a "heinous crime and flagrant violation of international law, which was
committed in the absence of an international position to stop this raging war and the suffering
and humanitarian catastrophe."
Ministry spokesman Sufyan Al-Qudah reiterated Jordan’s "strong rejection and condemnation of
this act, which contravenes all human and moral values and the international humanitarian law,
especially the 1949 Geneva Convention on the Protection of civilians in time of war."
The continued absence of justice and protection for the Palestinians and ongoing grave violations
of international law and international humanitarian law without prompting effective international
action to stop the brutal aggression is a dangerous deterioration that must stop immediately, he
said.
The spokesman stressed the need for concerted efforts to stop "this raging war and recurrent
Israeli violations of international law and attacks on civilians, schools, hospitals, and places of
worship.
He also called on the international community and world bodies, namely the UN Security
Council, to take all measures to stop the tragedy and aggression.

FM, Dutch counterpart discuss efforts to end war against Gaza
FM receives call from French counterpart

Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs and Expatriates, Ayman Safadi, received
a phone call on Saturday from his Dutch counterpart, Hanke Bruins Slot, in which they discussed
the importance of stepping up efforts to end the war (against Gaza) and protect civilians.
Safadi emphasized the importance of Israel complying with international will, ending the raging
war in Gaza and the resulting humanitarian catastrophe and suffering, and ceasing its repeated
and ongoing attacks on civilians and civilian facilities, particularly hospitals and places of
worship.
Safadi also emphasized the importance of providing immediate humanitarian aid to Palestinian
brothers in Gaza.
Also, Safadi, received on Saturday a phone call from his French counterpart Catherine Colonna.
The two ministers discussed efforts to initiate swift and decisive international action to halt the
catastrophic war in Gaza, protect civilians, and provide immediate humanitarian aid to the Strip.
Safadi emphasized that Israel must fulfill its duties as the occupying force and cease violating
international humanitarian law, human rights laws, and all other moral and legal standards. Israel
also needs to stop attacking civilians and civilian property, particularly hospitals and houses of
worship.
Safadi expressed gratitude to Colonna, his counterpart, for her nation's denunciation of the attack
on the Jordanian field hospital in Gaza.

Arab League Chief Aboul Gheit: Israel wants land and security, and this is
impossible

The Secretary-General of the League of Arab States, Ahmed Aboul Gheit, confirmed that the
brutal war waged by Israel against Gaza is in fact the fifth round since Israel’s unilateral
separation from the Gaza Strip, without a peace agreement ending the conflict with the
Palestinians, warning that rounds of violence may be repeated if this hellish cycle has not been
broken through a peace process that leads to an end to the occupation.
Aboul Gheit's statements came during an expanded session entitled “New Initiatives to Achieve
Peace,” within the framework of the “Manama Dialogue,” which is hosted by the Kingdom of
Bahrain and brings together an elite group of security officials, diplomats, and experts from the
Arab region and various parts of the world.
Jamal Rushdi, the official spokesman for the Secretary-General, quoted Aboul Gheit as
confirming that many believe that this crisis began on October 7 with Hamas’ attacks on Israel,
while the root of the problem is the continuous Israeli occupation of the Palestinian territories
since 1967, stressing that Israel It wants to keep the land in all of Palestine, as well as obtain
security and peace, and events over the years have proven the corruption of this perception.
Aboul Gheit considered that the path that led to the current situation began with the elimination
of the peace process, the coup against the Oslo process, and the rise of the Israeli right in its
various versions that became more extreme over the years, which worked to destroy any
possibility of peace, weaken the Palestinian partner, and convince the Israeli people of the
possibility of dealing with the problem of the Palestinians as a security problem, and that the
occupation regime can be sustained by continuing to subjugate the Palestinians in the West Bank
and Gaza.
Aboul Gheit said that there are no new initiatives to achieve peace because the Arabs have
already presented their initiative since 2002 under the name of the Arab Peace Initiative, which is
based on the principle of land for peace and promises Israel normal relations with the countries
of the region in the event of withdrawal from the lands occupied in 1967 and the establishment
of a Palestinian state, with East Jerusalem as its capital.
He added that Israel has continued to reject this initiative since its launch, and that the time has
come for Israeli leaders as well as the Israeli people to realize that the path to achieving security
passes through a political settlement, and not the continuation of the occupation, as the
Palestinians will not leave their land and their struggle for independence will continue as long as
the occupation is on their chests. .
Rushdi explained that the Secretary-General of the Arab League was keen to categorically
emphasize the danger of ideas that promote the displacement of Palestinians to neighboring
countries, in Egypt or Jordan, stressing that this option represents a recipe for chaos, violence
and long-term instability in the entire Middle East, and that the Palestinians and the Arab
countries completely reject such a scenario of evacuating Palestine of its people and ethnically
cleansing it.

Israel withdraws from Palestinians the right to permanent residence in Jerusalem

On Friday, Moshe Arbel, the Israeli Minister of the Interior, informed Majid al-Jubeh and Rashid
al-Rishq, citizens of East Jerusalem, of the decision to withdraw their right to permanent
residence in the city, on charges of supporting Hamas and the “Al-Aqsa Youth.”
Arbel set a period of “only 14 days” for Monday to appeal this decision before it takes effect.
According to what the decision alleged, Al-Jubeh worked within the framework of an
organization to recruit members, pay salaries to “militants,” organize and participate in many
public activities in support of “Hamas,” and also transferred money to the families of members
of this movement.
The decision also stated that, when he was a minor, Rashid al-Rishq stabbed an Israeli in the Old
City of Jerusalem, participated in violence on the Temple Mount, formed a military cell with
other members of Hamas with the aim of carrying out operations and kidnapping soldiers, and
carried out activities against the security forces.
It is worth noting that the Palestinians in Jerusalem do not hold Israeli citizenship and only enjoy
the right to permanent residence there. They obtain most of the rights enjoyed by those who hold
citizenship, but they are not entitled to vote in the Knesset elections, and they do not hold Israeli
passports. The Minister of the Interior bases his decisions to withdraw the right to permanent
housing from Palestinians on Article 11 of the Entry into Israel Law, which stipulates the
withdrawal of the right to permanent housing due to a violation of loyalty to the State of Israel.
Despite the powers stipulated by law, the Supreme Court confirmed in the summer of 2022 that
living conditions and social rights do not have to be withdrawn from “saboteurs” if they do not
have a status in another country.
Last week, Arbel approved a memorandum of law that expands the powers to withdraw the right
to permanent housing to include holders of citizenship for those described as instigators of
violence during the war. Since October 7, the Israeli Public Prosecution has submitted more than
70 such indictments.
The memorandum of the law prepared by the legal advisor to the Population and Immigration
Authority facilitates the procedures for withdrawing citizenship from so-called supporters of
“terrorism,” instigators and supporters of armed Palestinian organizations at a time when a
special status is declared on the home front, and the Knesset is expected to approve this
memorandum of law.

Al Jazeera: Jerusalem churches warn against settlers taking over Armenian
neighborhood land

Church leaders are concerned about attempts by Israeli settlers to seize a significant plot of land
in the Armenian neighborhood of occupied East Jerusalem, Al Jazeera reported.
In a statement, Jerusalem's patriarchs and church heads said they were concerned about "a threat
to the Christian presence in the Holy Land" after an Israeli developer - himself a settler -
attempted to gain control of the land in dispute through violent means.
The real estate transaction reportedly concerns a vast tract of land representing 25 percent of the
total area of the Armenian neighborhood in Jerusalem's Old City. The churches have asked the
Israeli authorities to allow the courts to consider the matter. In the meantime, they have
expressed fears that the land will be seized.

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Agsa is almost empty amid Israeli tight restrictions

The Israeli police forces imposed tight restrictions on Palestinian access to Agsa Mosque in
Occupied Jerusalem during the Friday prayer.
Only about 4,000 worshipers were able to perform Friday prayer in the Agsa Mosque amid tight
restrictions.
The Islamic Endowments Department in Occupied Jerusalem affirmed that Israeli police have
only allowed elderly people's access to the holy shrine since October 7.
However, a few worshipers managed to reach the Lions' Gate and enter Aqsa Mosque.
Footage swept social media platforms, showing Israeli police violently attacking the worshipers.
Meanwhile, hundreds of Palestinians performed the Friday prayer in the streets near the Old City
after they were prevented from reaching the holy site.

Israel tightens its military measures in the vicinity of the blessed Al-Agsa Mosque

On Friday morning, the Israeli occupation authorities tightened their military measures in the
vicinity of the blessed Al-Aqsa Mosque, and prevented a number of citizens from entering to
perform Friday prayers.
Witnesses and eyewitnesses reported that the occupation forces assaulted a number of young
men by beating them at the entrance to Lions Gate, one of the doors of Al-Agsa Mosque, while
preventing others from entering.
The witnesses added that the occupation forces also tightened their procedures around the Old
City of occupied Jerusalem, checked the identities of Jerusalemites and prevented those outside
the Old City from entering it.
For the fifth Friday in a row, the occupation forces continue their strict measures on the blessed
Al-Agsa Mosque and the residents of the Old City, preventing entry to them, as in the past four
Fridays the number of worshipers has only exceeded a few thousand.

Suffocation injuries among Palestinian students during farmers Israeli storming of
the town of Al-Issawiya

On Saturday, dozens of students suffered from suffocation, after the Israeli occupation forces
stormed the town of Al-Issawiya, northeast of occupied Jerusalem.
Local sources in the town reported that the occupation forces stormed Al-Issawiya and fired gas
bombs at a secondary school and the surrounding homes, causing dozens of students to suffer
from suffocation.
Since the beginning of last month, the town of Al-Isawiya has witnessed violent confrontations
with the occupation on an almost daily basis, including the arrest of dozens, and the permanent
erection of two checkpoints at the two entrances to the town.

Israeli Army Shoots Four Palestinians Near Nablus And Jerusalem
On Sunday dawn, Israeli soldiers invaded the Balata refugee camp east of Nablus in the occupied

West Bank before shooting two young men with live fire. The army also shot two Palestinians in
the Qalandia refugee camp north of the occupied capital, Jerusalem.
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Media sources said several military jeeps invaded the refugee camp before the soldiers stormed
and ransacked many homes and occupied rooftops to use as firing posts and monitoring towers.
They added that the army detonated an office of the Fateh movement and destroyed one car and
a monument for slain Palestinians, leading to protests.
The soldiers fired many live rounds, gas bombs, and rubber-coated steel bullets, wounding two
young men with live fire.
In the Qalandia refugee camp, north of the occupied Palestinian capital, the soldiers shot two
Palestinians during protests after the army invaded it and abducted a young man from his home.
On Saturday, the Israeli army continued its massive invasions and violent searches of homes
across the occupied West Bank, including the occupied capital, Jerusalem, wounding, and
abducting dozens of Palestinians.
On Friday, the Palestinian Ministry of Health confirmed the death of two young
men Mohammad Kamel Awni Abu Mizer and Abdul Rahman Talal Abu Sneineh, both from the
city of Hebron, who were killed by Israeli army fire in Hebron, in the southern part of the West
Bank.
On Thursday, three Palestinian young men, Abdul-Qader Abdullah Al-Qawasma, 26, Nasr
Abdul-Afo Al-Qawasma, 17, and Hasan Ma’moun Qfeisha, 28, were shot dead near the town of
Beit Jala, northwest of Bethlehem in the southern occupied West Bank.
Late Thursday, and continuing through the night, the Israeli army invaded the northern West
Bank city of Jenin, killing three Palestinian young men, and injuring eleven others, some
seriously.
In the Gaza Strip, on day 43 of the Israeli military onslaught against the besieged and war-
ravaged Gaza Strip, the army forcibly evacuated the Al-Shifa Hospital and killed dozens of
Palestinian women and children in an airstrike that targeted two schools in the Jabalia refugee
camp.
In an updated statement after constant Israeli bombing, the Health Ministry in Gaza said Israeli
missiles and shells have killed more than 12.300 Palestinians; including 5000 children and 3300
women and added that the number of wounded Palestinians has exceeded 30.000, about %75 of
them are children and women.
