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PM Meets U.S. Congressional Delegation, Emphasizes Ceasefire Efforts

Prime Minister Bisher Khasawneh on Monday underscored His Majesty King Abdullah II's relentless
diplomatic push for an immediate ceasefire in Gaza and the provision of comprehensive humanitarian
aid, during a meeting with a delegation of U.S. Congressional aides.
Khasawneh highlighted King Abdullah's leadership in rallying international efforts to end the Israeli
aggression, reiterating that the two-state solution is the only viable path to enduring peace and stability
in the region.
In addressing regional security concerns, Khasawneh firmly stated that Jordan will not permit any breach
of'its airspace or any actions that threaten its national security, pledging to respond decisively to any such
attempts.
Turning to bilateral relations, the Prime Minister praised the longstanding strategic partnership between
Jordan and the United States, which marks its 75th anniversary this year.
He expressed deep gratitude for U.S. support, noting the critical role that American aid plays in advancing
Jordan’s economic and development goals.
Khasawneh also briefed the delegation on Jordan’s ambitious modernization agenda, driven by King
Abdullah II’s vision for political, economic, and administrative reforms. He pointed to the upcoming
parliamentary elections on September 10 as a key milestone in these reforms.
Emphasizing Jordan’s commitment to economic growth, Khasawneh outlined the country's Economic
Modernization Vision, which aims to spur growth and create jobs within a clear timeline.
He stressed that Jordan's investment environment is strengthened by recent legislative reforms and a solid
partnership with the private sector, designed to boost both local and foreign investments.
The United States Congressional aides commended Jordan’s pivotal role in the region, particularly under
King Abdullah’s leadership in fostering peace and stability.
The meeting also featured a lively exchange, with Khasawneh fielding questions from the delegation on
a range of local and regional issues. Deputy Prime Minister for Economic Affairs Nasser Shraideh and
Planning Minister Zeina Tougan were also in attendance.
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Foreign minister slams Israel's 'lies' on Gaza war

Foreign Minister Ayman Safadi Monday denounced extremist Israeli politicians' narrative regarding the
war on Gaza and those levelled at Jordan.

Safadi wrote on X, "Extremist Israeli politicians' fabricated rumours and lies, including those targeting
Jordan, cannot hide the reality of the Israeli aggression on Gaza," adding, "Israel's] violations of
international law and violating the rights of the Palestinian people are the biggest threat to regional
security and stability."

"The facts expose the lies, and the facts show the brutality of the aggression on Gaza and the horror it
imposes on Palestinian women, men and children. They reflect the seriousness of the threat posed by the
policies of this most extremist Israeli government in the history of Israel and its illegal measures to the
security and stability of the region," he added.

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British, French, German leaders call for immediate ceasefire in Gaza

The leaders of France, Germany and Britain Monday called for an immediate ceasefire in the Gaza Strip
and the urgent and unfettered delivery and distribution of aid to the people of the enclave.
"There can be no further delay in negotiating a ceasefire in Gaza," French President Emmanuel Macron,
German Chancellor Olaf Scholz and British Prime Minister Keir Starmer said in a joint statement,
warning of a further escalation of the conflict.

They said the fighting must end now, and all hostages still detained by Hamas must be released, adding
that they are concerned by the heightened tension in the region and united in their commitment to de-
escalation and regional stability.

The leaders said they were working with all parties to prevent escalation and will spare no effort to reduce
tension and find a path to stability.

Prime Minister Mohammad Mustafa today stressed the need to mobilize all efforts in order to support
the city of Jerusalem and its people in light of the fierce attacks and violations committed by Israeli forces
against the city.

During his meeting with the Coordinator of the Bayt Mal Al-Quds Agency, Ismail Al-Ramli in his office
in Ramallah, in the presence of the Minister of Jerusalem Affairs Ashraf Al-Awar, the Prime Minister
called for intensifying Arab and international efforts to support the Palestinian cause in this difficult stage
it is going through,

Musatfa further called for the urgent need to stop the barbaric war waged agsint the Palestinian people
in the Gaza Strip along with the ongoing violations in the West Bank, especially the city of Jerusalem.
Mustafa voiced his gratitude to the Kingdom of Morocco and King Mohammed VI for their continuous
efforts in supporting the Palestinian cause, stressing the importance of the agency's presence in the city
of Jerusalem and providing full support for its work.

The Prime Minister was briefed by the Coordinator of the Bayt Mal Al-Quds Agency on the work of the
agency, which operates under the personal supervision of the Western King, especially in supporting
vital areas in the city of Jerusalem, including education, health, and activities for children and youth, in
addition to its role in delivering medical and food aid to the Strip.
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Israel To Demolish Homes in Shu’fat, Jerusalem

Israeli forces invaded Shu’fat refugee camp, north of occupied Jerusalem in the West Bank, delivered
demolition orders for several homes, and took measurements of homes, in addition to invading Al-
Isawiya town and distributing leaflets threatening severe measures if protests continued.

Media sources said many military vehicles invaded Shu’fat before the soldiers delivered several
demolition orders for residential structures within the refugee camp.

They added that the army alleges the targeted structures were built without permits, although they are in
a refugee camp under the jurisdiction of the United Nations.

The soldiers also took measurements of several homes and structures, apparently for the potential of
imposing more taxes.

During the invasion, the army disseminated leaflets warning the local populace of more restrictions and
severe measures if protests continued.

In related news, the army invaded the town of Isawiya, also located north of occupied Jerusalem, where
they distributed warning leaflets to residents, threatening to abduct, imprison, and shoot anyone
protesting the invasions.

Furthermore, the occupation authorities in occupied Jerusalem renewed a six-month order barring the
Fateh movement’s secretary in Jerusalem, Shadi Mitwer, from entering the occupied West Bank for six
additional months.

The official has now been prevented from entering the occupied West Bank for five years under these
arbitrary orders.

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Israeli Forces Arrest 12 Palestinians in West Bank

Israeli occupation forces arrested 12 Palestinians across the West Bank on Monday, according to a joint
statement by the Palestinian Prisoners Society and the Palestinian Prisoners Authority.

The arrests occurred in Jenin, Hebron, Ramallah, Qalqilya, and Jericho, amid ongoing widespread raids
and reported abuse, along with threats against detainees and their families, the statement added.

The statement also highlighted that since October 7, more than 10,000 Palestinians from the West Bank,
including occupied Jerusalem, have been arrested by Israeli forces.

In a related development, extremist settlers began planting olive trees on Palestinian lands in the village
of Ein al-Baida in the northern valley.

The Ein al-Baida Village Council reported that settlers planted olive trees near "Road 90" on privately
owned Palestinian land, marking what they believe is a prelude to seizing these lands.

The Council warned that settlers have used this tactic to gradually take control of large areas in the
northern valley, aiming to expand and seize surrounding lands.

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Provocative flags march for colonizers in Jerusalem

Settlers organized a flag march on Monday evening around the wall of occupied Jerusalem, on the eve
of what they call the "destruction of the Temple."

The march was attended by the deputy mayor of the occupation in Jerusalem, members of the Knesset,
along with dozens of settlers who raised the occupation flags demanding the "imposition of sovereignty"
over Al-Agsa Mosque.

The march started in front of the occupation municipality in Jerusalem near Bab al-Jadeed to Bab al-
Amoud and al-Sahira, passing through the Lions Gate, and ending with the Magharebah Gate and the
Buraq Wall Square.
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It is noteworthy that this is the second march in 24 hours organized by the colonists around the Jerusalem
wall, where a "human chain" was organized yesterday evening, demanding the imposition of the
occupation sovereignty over Al-Agsa and the resettlement in the Gaza Strip.

Settlers performed Talmudic rituals in front of Bab al-Qattanin, one of the gates of Al-Agsa Mosque,
while the occupation forces arrested an elderly man and a child and prevented them from leaving Al-
Aqgsa Mosque until the settlers finished their rituals.

It is noteworthy that 411 settlers stormed Al-Agsa Mosque today, guarded by the occupation police.
