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Foreign Minister addresses UN Security Council on Gaza war

Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs and Expatriates, Ayman Safadi, called on
the United Nations Security Council to immediately cease the Israeli aggression on Gaza,
cautioning against the perils of the extremist and racist agenda fueling the conflict.

In a dedicated session held by the Security Council late Tuesday, Safadi emphasized the
Council's imperative role in imposing a resolution that paves the way for a peaceful resolution,
encapsulating the establishment of an independent Palestinian state with its capital in occupied
East Jerusalem, as outlined on June 4, 1967. He underscored that failing to do so would only
result in Israel imposing further war, death, and animosity in the region.

In his speech during the session called by France, under the title "The Situation in the Middle
East and the Palestinian Issue", Safadi expressed deep concern over the ongoing Israeli
aggression in Gaza, emphasizing that the time to act is now.
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He lamented the significant loss of innocent lives, recounting the horrors of the past hundred and
ninety days, during which over twenty-five thousand lives were tragically cut short. The minister
drew attention to the devastating impact on children, with thousands still trapped under rubble,
facing hunger, and suffering from the consequences of indiscriminate Israeli shelling.

Safadi raised concerns about the lack of international intervention, stating that Israel's actions, in
violation of international law, have not been met with a decisive call for a ceasefire or the
enforcement of resolutions demanding humanitarian aid delivery.

He emphasized the dire situation, where civilians, including children, are subjected to surgeries
without anesthesia due to the war's impact on medical facilities.

The minister questioned, "In what world do we find ourselves when a medical professional is
compelled to conduct surgery on his niece without the availability of anesthesia? This distressing
incident occurred on the hundred and first day of the ongoing crisis, where Dr. Hani Bseiso, in
his besieged residence, undertook the amputation of the leg of his sixteen-year-old niece, Ahed,
on the dining table, devoid of anesthesia. Despite the hospital being a mere five minutes away,
the prevailing conditions resulting from Israel's war impeded their timely access. According to
information from the "Save the Children" organization, Ahed represents one of ten children
undergoing limb amputations daily in Gaza. He further elaborated, stating, "The director of Save
the Children in the occupied Palestinian territories emphasized that, even within the context of
war zones, the human conscience struggles to grasp the distressing scenes and cries of mutilated
children resulting from the impacts of explosive devices."

The minister fervently appealed for an immediate halt to the ongoing massacres, underscoring
that each passing day without putting an end to the aggression results in the tragic loss of
innocent lives due to Isracli military actions, compounded by issues of hunger and diseases.
He emphasized the tangible threat of a regional escalation of this catastrophic aggression,
highlighting the precarious situation in the West Bank and the hazardous spread of tensions
throughout the broader region. He cited the statement of the UN Secretary-General, who
remarked that "Gaza has tragically transformed into a graveyard for children," highlighting the
dire situation where safety remains elusive.

The minister drew attention to the inhumane consequences of the ongoing war, pointing out that
even the deceased has not been spared, as Israeli soldiers reportedly disrupted burials in sixteen
cemeteries. These actions, he stressed, go beyond isolated incidents and are indicative of a
broader agenda driven by extremism and racism, contributing to the dehumanization of the 5.5
million Palestinians living under Israeli occupation in Gaza, the West Bank, and East Jerusalem.
The minister condemned the open embrace of this ideology of hatred by Israeli ministers, which
normalizes the mass killing of Palestinians.

Safadi also highlighted the extensive damage inflicted by Israel on an entire society, resulting in
the displacement of over two-thirds of Gaza's population. He pointed out that 1.9 million people
are enduring challenging conditions in overcrowded shelters, facing severe shortages of essential
resources such as water, food, and medicine. The minister underscored Israel's deliberate strategy
of starvation by obstructing humanitarian aid, citing the recent Integrated Food Security Phase
Classification (IPC) report on Gaza. According to the report, the entire population of Gaza is
now grappling with advanced stages of famine, with half a million residents reaching the fifth
and most severe stage, as per the IPC classification. He further asserted, "In explicit terms, Israel
has subjected half a million Palestinians to starvation, a number four times greater than the
global total facing famine at the fifth level. The IPC has never documented such an extreme level
of food insecurity anywhere in the world in recent history. This brutality demands an immediate
cessation. The Security Council, at the very least, is called upon to make a binding decision to
bring an end to this pervasive suffering."

Safadi emphasized that the persistence of occupation, violence, and war poses an ongoing threat
to the region. He underscored that peace remains the sole assurance for the security of Israel, the
Palestinians, and the broader region. The minister stated unequivocally that incremental solutions
are insufficient to achieve lasting peace. Moreover, discussions confined to the Gaza Strip,
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divorced from the broader context of a comprehensive resolution that addresses the occupation
of the West Bank, including East Jerusalem and Gaza, are inherently impractical.
He added that reverting to previous conditions with increased blockades and oppression is not an
option. It is unreasonable to expect the people of Gaza to acquiesce to life in an open-air prison
enforced by Israel for decades. The exclusive route to peace lies in the creation of an
independent and sovereign Palestinian state, delineated by the borders of June 4, 1967, with its
capital situated in occupied Jerusalem. This envisages coexistence with a secure and
acknowledged Israel. Furthermore, Safadi asserted, "While all of you express support for the
two-state solution, Israel is actively subverting this resolution and openly defying the collective
will. The Israeli Prime Minister has committed to obstructing the Palestinian people's attainment
of their rights to freedom and statehood. His policies effectively render the prospect of peace
unattainable. By explicitly stating his intent to perpetuate oppression against the Palestinians, he
is steering the future toward conflict. Such a challenge cannot go unanswered, and Israel must be
held responsible for its actions, including war crimes, and for impeding the path to peace."
He underscored the imperative that the region should not be held hostage to the political
ambitions and ideologies of Israeli extremists, who openly dehumanize Palestinians, depicting
them as subhuman beings undeserving of life. This includes those who facilitate settler-led terror
against innocent Palestinians.
The minister emphasized the critical juncture at which the region finds itself, urging the
international community to make an urgent decision between permitting the Israeli government
to destabilize the region further or acknowledging the Palestinian state, thereby charting a course
towards an irreversible path to peace. Safadi concluded by saying that while numerous proposals
exist for achieving peace, what is lacking is Israel's willingness to recognize the inalienable
rights of the Palestinian people and the international community's resolute commitment to
realizing a bona fide two-state solution. He wamned that time is swiftly elapsing, and the
associated risks are significant, noting that what is required is concrete action for peace,
commencing with the immediate cessation of this inhumane aggression and the urgent
termination of the occupation, because the occupation, being the bedrock of all challenges, must
be addressed decisively.
"It is imperative to enforce peace because, without such intervention, the Israeli government is
poised to perpetuate further wars, more casualties, and heightened animosity within our region,"
he emphasized...

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Jordan condemns Israeli occupation's targeting of UNRWA
shelter facility in Khan Yunis

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Expatriate Affairs condemned, in the strongest terms, the
targeting of an UNRWA shelter facility in Khan Yunis by Israeli occupation forces. The facility
houses displaced Palestinians from the Gaza Strip who have fled the deliberate and ongoing
targeting of their homes. The ministry's spokesperson, Sufian Qudah, said that Israel's continued
violations of international law and humanitarian law are the result of the absence of an effective
and firm international position to end this raging war on the Gaza Strip, which is producing
killing, destruction, and an unprecedented humanitarian catastrophe. The spokesperson
reaffirmed the Kingdom's rejection and strong condemnation of this act, which is incompatible
with all human and moral values and with the rules of international law, especially the Geneva
Convention on the Protection of Civilian Persons in Time of War of 1949. The spokesperson
stressed the need to protect civilians, hospitals, and vital facilities that provide essential services
to Palestinian brothers and to enable the concerned organizations and bodies to carry out their
humanitarian duty without obstacles or being targeted.
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The spokesperson also renewed his call to the international community, international
organizations, and especially the UN Security Council to stop this blatant challenge that Israel is
posing to international law and to the international will calling for an end to the war and to put an
end to these Israeli violations and to the tragedy that the war is producing on the Strip.

Adaileh, Red Crescent Society senior official talk coordination
regarding Jordanian aid to Gaza

Ambassador to Egypt Amjad Adaileh and the Executive Director of the Egyptian Red Crescent
Society (RCS), Rami Nazer, Wednesday discussed in Cairo coordination and cooperation in
sending Jordanian humanitarian and relief aid to war-torn Gaza.

Adaileh said, "Uncer the directives and follow-up of His Majesty King Abdullah II and His
Highness Crown Prince Hussein bin Abdullah II, Jordan was the first country in the world to
send humanitarian and relief aid to Gaza through Al-Arish Airport," adding that the Kingdom is
keen to bolster cooperation with Egypt through the RCS.

For his part, Nazer expressed appreciation for Jordan's "rapid response" to aid efforts since the
start of the Israeli war on Gaza through a series of relief and medical aid aircraft that the
Egyptian RCS received and supported in delivering into the besieged enclave.

He also praised Jordan's "great and distinguished" efforts through the Jordanian Hashemite
Charitable Organisation (JHCO) and the Jordanian Embassy in Egypt in delivering aid to
embattled Palestinians.

He lauded Jordan for opening a path to bring aid into Gaza via the King Hussein Bridge in
Jordan to the Kerem Abu Salem crossing.
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Israeli colonists break into Jerusalem's Aqsa Mosque

Dozens of Israeli colonial settlers Wednesday morning stormed the Al-Agsa Mosque compound

in occupied Jerusalem, under protection from Israeli occupation police, according to local

sources.

Witnesses said scores of colonists entered the Al-Agsa Mosque in separate groups, where they

conducted provocative tours through the courtyards of the mosque, received explanations about

the alleged "Jewish Temple," and performed Talmudic rituals near the Dome of the Rock.
