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King, France president discuss dangerous developments in Gaza; renew call to

increase aid flow
His Majesty King Abdullah II and France President Emmanuel Macron, on Monday in Paris, discussed
the ongoing dangerous developments in Gaza and the -catastrophic humanitarian situation.
During a meeting at the Elysée Palace, the two leaders renewed the call on the international community
to increase humanitarian aid flow to Gaza through all possible means, stressing their commitment to
continue providing aid to the Strip.
According to a royal court statement, His Majesty and President Macron reaffirmed the need for an
immediate ceasefire, and the protection of civilians.
The meeting, attended by Her Majesty Queen Rania Al Abdullah and Brigitte Macron, covered regional
developments, with the King warning against a spillover of the conflict, which would threaten
international security, and stressing that the two-state solution is the only way towards just and
comprehensive peace.
His Majesty and President Macron also stressed the importance of supporting Lebanon’s stability and
security.
Meanwhile, the King warned of the continued targeting of relief institutions in Gaza, commending
France’s support for UNRWA, which has a pivotal role in providing vital services to nearly 2 million
Palestinians in the Strip.
Turning to developments in the West Bank, His Majesty warned against extremist Israeli settler violence
against the Palestinians, as well as unilateral measures in violation of the historical and legal status quo
at Jerusalem’s Islamic and Christian holy sites.
The two leaders discussed relations between Jordan and France, expressing keenness on enhancing
cooperation in all fields.
Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister Ayman Safadi, and Jordan’s Ambassador to France Lina
Al Hadid attended the meeting.

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Jordan Calls for International Action Against Israel in Occupied Territories

Secretary-General of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Expatriates for Diplomatic Affairs, Majid
Qatarneh, met on Monday with the head and members of the United Nations Special Committee to
Investigate Israeli Practices Affecting the Human Rights of the Palestinian People and Other Arabs of
the Occupied Territories.
Qatarneh told the committee that the international community cannot continue to turn a blind eye on
Israeli policies and practices in the occupied Palestinian lands. He called for an end to the Israeli
aggression against the Gaza Strip and a sustained delivery of sufficient humanitarian aid to Gazans, who
have been living an unprecedented humanitarian catastrophe since October 7.

Qatarneh highlighted Jordan's commitment to delivering humanitarian aid to Gaza, under the directives
of His Majesty King Abdullah II. He referred to the Emergency Humanitarian Response Conference for
Gaza, hosted by Jordan at the Dead Sea on June 11, which was jointly organized by Jordan, Egypt and
the UN.

He also warned against unilateral and illegal Israeli actions in the West Bank and Jerusalem, urging Israel
to comply with international law and humanitarian standards.

Ambassador Peter Pieris, Chairman of the Committee and Permanent Representative of Sri Lanka to the
United Nations, along with other committee members, expressed appreciation for Jordan's efforts to stop
the war and protect civilians. They noted the Kingdom's pivotal role in facilitating humanitarian aid to
Gaza and highlighted the importance of the Hashemite custodianship over Islamic and Christian holy
sites in Jerusalem.

The committee praised Jordan's unwavering commitment to defending the rights of the Palestinian people
and supporting their just cause.

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Borrell: Israel has a clear will to gradually annex the occupied West Bank
The European Union's High Representative for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, Josep Borrell,
warned that Israel has a clear will to gradually annex the occupied West Bank, stressing that this "will
not lead to peace."
Borrell said in a press conference, today, Monday, following the meeting of European Union foreign
ministers in Luxembourg: “There appears to be a clear Israeli will to annex the West Bank little by little,
and this matter will not lead to peace.”
He added: "We have not reached a ceasefire in the Gaza Strip despite three weeks having passed since
the proposal, which is supported by the international community."
In response to a question about whether the Israeli war on Gaza will continue, the European official said:
“Unfortunately, it seems so. It is the war that will test the ability of the Palestinians to remain in Gaza.”

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Israeli Smotrich threatens to annex the West Bank to Israel
Israeli Finance Minister Bezalel Smotrich announced on Monday that he intends to make the occupied
West Bank an integral part of Israel.
During a meeting of his far-right Religious Zionism party, Smotrich said: I intend to “make Judea and
Samaria (the West Bank) an integral part of Israel,” according to the Hebrew newspaper Haaretz.
He added: "We will establish sovereignty in Judea and Samaria on the ground first and then through
legislation. I intend to legitimize the emerging settlements (illegal settlement outposts)."
Smotrich, one of the most prominent supporters of settlement in the West Bank and its annexation to
Israel, added: “My life’s mission is to thwart the establishment of a Palestinian state.”
On Sunday, Smotrich confirmed the authenticity of the content of an audio recording published by the
American newspaper “The New York Times” on Friday about his efforts to annex the occupied West
Bank to Israel.
Smotrich said, via the “X” platform: “The Israeli people, in their majority (...) are well aware that the
establishment of a Palestinian state in the West Bank would endanger Israel’s existence, and they do not
oppose what I am doing.”
During a meeting with settlers, on June 9, Smotrich said, according to the recording, that “Netanyahu’s
government is engaged in a secret plan to change the way it governs the West Bank, to strengthen Israel’s
control over it irreversibly, without accusing it of officially annexing it.”



The Palestinians say that Israel is exploiting its ongoing war on the Gaza Strip, since last October 7, to
intensify settlement activities and annexation measures in the occupied West Bank, and calls on the
international community to stop Tel Aviv’s plans.
The United Nations considers settlement in the occupied territories illegal, warns that it undermines the
chances of addressing the conflict according to the principle of a two-state solution (Palestinian and
Israeli), and has been calling for decades to stop it, to no avail.
According to Israeli estimates, more than 720,000 Israeli settlers reside in settlements and outposts in the
West Bank, including occupied East Jerusalem.

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Colonists storm Al-Aqsa Mosque
On Monday, settlers stormed the courtyards of the blessed Al-Agsa Mosque in the occupied city of
Jerusalem, under the protection of the Israeli occupation police.
According to eyewitnesses, the colonists stormed Al-Agsa in successive groups, carried out provocative
tours, and performed Talmudic rituals in its courtyards.
Meanwhile, the occupation police turned the Old City of occupied Jerusalem into a military barracks,
and deployed hundreds of its members in its streets, especially at the gates of Al-Agsa, and imposed
restrictions on the entry of Palestinian worshipers.
